The National Anti-Corruption Plan (NACP) 
was imposed on the public sector in 
order to develop an Organisational Anti-
corruption Plan (OACP) with the help 
of three agencies: The Malaysia Anti-
Corruption Academy (MACA), National 
Governance, Integrity and Anti-Corruption 
Centre (GIACC), and Malaysian Institute 
of Integrity (IIM). In addition, the NACP also 
necessitated the public sector to obtain 
Anti-Bribery Management System (ABMS) 
ISO 37001:2016 certification. Therefore, 
on 12 September 2019, the HAM obtained 
ABMS ISO 37001:2016 certification. This 
certification ensures that the HAM has an 
effective management system in preventing, 
detecting and dealing with corruption that 
may occur in an organisation.

On 2 December 2021, HAM OACP 2022 – 
2026 was launched by the Senior Minister of 
Public Works as the main reference and guide 
for the HAM to deal with internal issues such 
as weaknesses in governance integrity and 
anti-corruption.

Role of Divisions

Bahagian Pengurusan Projek (BPP)  
bertanggungjawab untuk memantau 
pelaksanaan pembinaan projek lebuh raya 
bertol yang dilaksanakan oleh syarikat 
konsesi atau kontraktor yang dilantik 
merangkumi projek lebuh raya baharu, naik 
taraf, persimpangan baharu, kerja tertangguh 
(deferred works) dan lain-lain. 

Pemantauan projek lebuh raya dilaksanakan 
bermula dari peringkat awal pembinaan 
sehingga diserahkan sebagai lebuh raya 
beroperasi, yang mana ianya meliputi aktiviti 
perancangan kerja, pengurusan sumber, 
koordinasi projek, kemajuan kerja, aspek 
kualiti, keselamatan, alam sekitar, aduan 
awam dan lain-lain. 

Bagi memastikan projek dilaksanakan 
mengikut jadual yang ditetapkan serta 
aspek kualiti, keselamatan dan alam sekitar 
dipatuhi, BPP melaksanakan pemantauan 
projek selaras dengan Perjanjian Konsesi 
dan reka bentuk termasuk spesifikasi dan 
kaedah kerja yang diluluskan sebagaimana 
standard reka bentuk, garis panduan dan 
praktis kejuruteraan yang terbaik (best 
engineering practice). di samping itu, BPP 
juga melaksanakan pemantauan berdasarkan 
ISO 9001:2015, ISO 14001:2015, ISO/
IEC 27001:2013, ISO 45001:2018 dan 
ISO 37001:2016 bagi mencapai standard 
antarabangsa. 

The Project Management division (PMD) is 
responsible for monitoring the implementation 
of tolled highway construction projects 
conducted by concessionaires or appointed 
contractors which include new highway 
projects, upgrading highway projects, new 
interchanges, deferred works and others. 

Highway project monitoring is carried out from 
a project’s initial stage of construction until it 
is hand over as an operational highway. This 
includes work planning activities, resource 
management, project coordination, work 
progress, quality, safety and environmental 
aspects, public complaints among others.

To ensure that a project is implemented 
according to a fixed schedule and that all 
quality, safety and environmental aspects 
are adhered to, the PMD carries out 
project monitoring in accordance with the 
Concession Agreement and design including 
specifications and approved work methods 
as per design standards, guidelines and 
best engineering practices. Additionally, 
the PMD also carries out monitoring based 
on ISO 9001:2015, ISO 14001:2015, ISO/
IEC 27001:2013, ISO 45001:2018 and ISO 
37001:2016 to attain international standards. 

Bahagian Pengurusan Projek
Project Management Division
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Bertanggungjawab merancang dan mengkaji 
jajaran lebuh raya selaras dengan kajian 
perancangan pembangunan kerajaan dan 
menjalankan rundingan teknikal penswastaan 
lebuh raya dengan menganggotai 
jawatankuasa rundingan kerajaan. 
Mengadakan rundingan teknikal dengan 
syarikat pencadang dan menyemak pelan 
pembekuan koridor lebuh raya. Bahagian 
ini juga menjalankan penilaian terhadap 
projek penswastaan sebelum dan selepas 
dilaksanakan bagi menentukan keberkesanan 
sesuatu projek terhadap masyarakat dan 
negara daripada aspek ekonomi, sosial dan 
alam sekitar. Selain itu, bertanggungjawab 
menyediakan panduan Toll Highway Traffic 
Volume Malaysia (THTVM) bagi menilai 
mutu perkhidmatan (Level of Service) jajaran 
lebuh raya bertol yang beroperasi seterusnya 
melaksanakan pemantauan terhadap 
pematuhannya berdasarkan terma di dalam 
Perjanjian Konsesi.

Bertanggungjawab untuk menyemak Laporan 
Ringkasan Rekabentuk dan Lukisan Reka 
Bentuk Terperinci yang dikemukakan oleh 
syarikat konsesi atau kontraktor turnkey bagi 
projek pembinaan lebuh raya untuk kelulusan 
LLM berdasarkan Pelan Pengambilan Tanah 
(Seksyen 8, Akta Pengambilan Tanah 1960). 
Skop yang dilaksanakan adalah untuk 
memastikan reka bentuk lebuh raya mematuhi 
standard dan piawaian yang termaktub 
dalam perjanjian konsesi, menepati ciri-ciri 
keselamatan dan kelestarian alam sekitar 
bagi keselesaan pengguna lebuh raya.

Responsible for planning and reviewing 
highway road alignments in line with 
government development, as well as 
conducting technical negotiations on 
the privatisation of highways through its 
membership of the government negotiation 
committee. The division also conducts 
technical negotiations with proposing 
companies and review plans on the freezing 
of highway corridors, as well as conducting 
evaluation of privatisation projects before and 
after implementation, in order to determine 
the effectiveness of a project for the public 
and country from economic, social and 
environmental aspects. Furthermore, it is 
responsible for preparing the Tolled Highway 
Traffic Volume Malaysia (THTVM) guidelines 
to assess the Level of Service for toll highway 
road alignments that are in operation, as well 
as monitoring its own compliance based 
on the terms stipulated in the Concession 
Agreement.

Responsible for reviewing the Land 
Acquisition Plan (Section 8, Land Acquisition 
Act 1960), Design Summary Report and 
Detailed Design Drawings submitted by the 
concessionaires or turnkey contractors for 
the construction of highway projects for the 
purpose of the HAM’s approval. The scope of 
the implementation is to ensure the highway 
design complies with the standard and norms 
stipulated in the concession agreement, 
fulfill the safety features and environmental 
sustainability for the comfort of highway 
users.

Bahagian Perancangan
Planning Division

Bahagian Pengurusan Rekabentuk
Design Management Division
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Bertanggungjawab mengurus kerja-kerja 
yang berkaitan mekanikal dan elektrik bagi 
projek penswastaan lebuh raya atau turnkey 
dan projek pembangunan tepi lebuh raya 
dari aspek perancangan, reka bentuk, 
pembinaan, operasi dan penyenggaraan. 
Bahagian ini juga merancang, mengurus 
dan mengawal selia projek khusus seperti 
pertukaran teknologi sistem kutipan tol 
daripada sistem sedia ada kepada sistem 
Radio Frequency Identification (RFID) dan 
juga Multi Lane Free Flow (MLFF) bagi 
semua lebuh raya bertol. Selain itu, bahagian 
ini juga bertanggungjawab mengurus dan 
mengawalselia kontrak penyenggaraan 
mekanikal dan elektrik ibu pejabat dan Pusat 
Pengurusan Trafik LLM. Bahagian ini turut 
menjadi penasihat kepada pejabat-pejabat 
wilayah bagi kerja-kerja berkaitan mekanikal 
dan elektrik sekiranya diperlukan.

Responsible for managing mechanical 
and electrical engineering related works for 
highway privatisation projects or turnkey 
and development along highway in terms 
of planning, design, construction, operation 
and maintenance. This division also plans, 
manages and regulates specific projects 
such as technology transformation for toll 
collection systems from existing systems to 
Radio Frequency Identification (RFID) and 
Multilane Free Flow (MLFF) for all the new 
tolled highways. Additionally, it also manages 
and regulates mechanical and electrical 
engineering maintenance contracts for the 
HAM headquarters and Traffic Management 
Centres, and also an advisor to the regional 
offices for mechanical and electrical 
engineering work if required. 

Bahagian Mekanikal dan Elektrik
Mechanical and Electrical division

Bertanggungjawab memberi khidmat nasihat 
teknikal berkaitan lebuh raya. Selain dari itu, 
bahagian ini bertanggungjawab mengadakan 
kerjasama dengan pihak-pihak lain dalam 
penyelidikan dan pembangunan, perkongsian 
kepakaran teknikal dan knowledge 
transfer. Bahagian ini juga menguruskan 
pembangunan atau semakan semula garis 
panduan atau piawaian berkaitan lebuh raya di 
Malaysia.

This division is responsible for providing 
technical advisory services related to 
highways. Also responsible for collaborating 
with other parties in research and 
development, sharing of technical expertise 
and knowledge transfer. This division also 
manages the development or reviews the 
guidelines or standards related to highways in 
Malaysia and coordinates the implementation 
of the Malaysian Green Highway Index 
(MyGHI).

Bahagian Khidmat Pakar dan Kerjasama Teknikal
Expert Services and Technical Cooperation Division

Bahagian Mekanikal dan Elektrik
Mechanical and Electrical division
Bahagian Mekanikal dan Elektrik
Mechanical and Electric Division
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Bertanggungjawab  dalam pemantauan 
operasi dan penyenggaraan lebuh raya bertol 
supaya sentiasa berada dalam keadaan 
selamat dan selesa kepada pengguna selaras 
dengan keperluan yang termaktub dalam 
perjanjian konsesi dan garis panduan serta 
manual yang diterbitkan oleh LLM. Bahagian 
ini juga berperanan memantau operasi Pusat 
Pengurusan Trafik sebagai pusat rujukan 
dan penyebaran maklumat trafik di lebuh 
raya bertol seluruh Malaysia. Bahagian 
Pemantauan Operasi juga menyemak dan 
mengemas kini serta membangunkan garis 
panduan dan manual yang berkaitan dengan 
operasi dan penyelenggaraan lebuh raya 
untuk panduan syarikat konsesi. Selain itu, 
pembangunan tepi lebuh raya bertol yang 
diwartakan sebagai Jalan Persekutuan 
(Pengurusan Persendirian) turut diuruskan 
oleh bahagian ini yang mana bidang kuasa 
mengawal pembangunan yang melibatkan 
rezab lebuh raya sedia ada adalah 
diperuntukkan kepada YB Menteri Kerja Raya 
berdasarkan seksyen 85, Akta Pengangkutan 
Jalan 1987 (Road Transport Act 1987).

Responsible for monitoring the operation 
and maintenance of tolled highways so that 
they are in accordance with the requirements 
set out in the concession agreement and 
guidelines, as well as manuals published by 
the HAM, in order to ensure continually safety 
and ease for users. This division also plays 
the role as a reference centre in monitoring 
the operation of the traffic management 
centre and dissemination of traffic information 
on tolled highways throughout Malaysia. 
The Operation Monitoring division also 
reviews, upgrades and develops guidelines 
and manuals related to highway operation 
and maintenance for concessionaires. 
In addition, development along the tolled 
highways gazetted as Federal Roads 
(Private Management) is also managed 
by this division, whereby jurisdiction over 
development involving existing highway 
reserves is allocated to the Minister of Works 
under Section 85 of the Road Transport Act 
1987. 

Bahagian Pemantauan Operasi
Operational Monitoring Division
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Bertanggungjawab dalam menguruskan 
pentadbiran kontrak perolehan kerajaan 
dan kontrak konsesi berdasarkan 
peraturan dan perundangan kontrak yang 
sedang berkuatkuasa. Bahagian ini juga 
bertanggungjawab memastikan pengurusan 
kontrak konsesi dipatuhi sepenuhnya oleh 
pihak syarikat sebagaimana termaktub dalam 
perjanjian konsesi. Bagi kontrak konsesi, 
Bahagian ini bertanggungjawab untuk 
menyemak anggaran kos projek meliputi 
capital expenditure (capex) dan operation 
expenditure (opex) yang dikemukakan 
oleh pihak syarikat, mengendali atau 
menyelaras Bengkel Pengurusan Nilai (Value 
Management) dan melaporkan penglibatan 
kontraktor bumiputera di dalam projek 
pembinaan lebuh raya kepada KKR.

Responsible for managing the administration 
of government procurement contracts and 
concession contracts based on current rules 
and contract legislation. This division is also 
responsible for ensuring the management of 
concession contracts are fully complied with 
by companies concerned, as stipulated in 
the concession agreement. For concession 
contracts, the division is responsible 
for reviewing the project cost estimates 
including capital expenditure (capex) and 
operating expenditure (opex) submitted by 
a company, conducting/coordinating the 
Value Management workshop and reporting 
the involvement of bumiputera contactors in 
the construction of highway projects to the 
Ministry of Works. 

Bahagian Ukur Bahan dan Kontrak
Quantity Surveying and Contracts Division

Bertanggungjawab dalam merancang, 
memperkukuh dan memperkasa prasarana 
dan sumber ICT dalam menyokong visi dan 
misi LLM dari aspek penyediaan infrastruktur 
ICT yang mampan kepada pengguna dalaman 
dan luaran LLM, pemerkasan pengurusan 
ICT serta keselamatan ICT di seluruh LLM 
dalam penyampaian maklumat kepada 
pengguna dan penyediaan perkhidmatan 
sokongan teknikal bagi sistem aplikasi yang 
dibangunkan di LLM.

Responsible for planning, reinforcing, and 
empowering ICT infrastructure and resources 
to support the HAM’s vision and mission 
statements, providing sustainable ICT 
infrastructure to internal and external users 
of the HAM, fortifying ICT management and 
ICT security throughout the HAM by providing 
information to users, and providing technical 
support services for application systems 
developed in the HAM. 

Bahagian Teknologi Maklumat 
Information Technology Division
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Bertanggungjawab menguruskan hal-hal 
berkaitan pengurusan sumber manusia 
seperti perkhidmatan, perjawatan dan 
latihan. Bahagian ini juga bertanggungjawab 
sebagai pemangkin imej korporat LLM serta 
menguruskan komunikasi dan perhubungan 
media iaitu hal ehwal korporat, penerbitan, 
pengurusan pelanggan dan aduan. Selain itu, 
bahagian ini juga bertindak sebagai bahagian 
utama yang menyelaras penyediaan 
mesyuarat utama LLM serta memantau 
pelaksanaan Pelan Strategik Organisasi, 
Petunjuk Prestasi Utama, urus setia 
Parlimen, urus setia pengurusan kualiti dan 
urus setia aktiviti inspektorat. Bahagian ini 
juga memberi khidmat sokongan pengurusan 
pentadbiran, penyenggaraan bangunan, 
kemudahan keselamatan, logistik dan 
pengurusan kenderaan jabatan.

Responsible for managing matters related 
to human resources such as servicing, 
staffing and training. This division is also 
responsible for the corporate image of the 
HAM, as well as managing communications 
and media relations, namely corporate 
affairs, publications, customer management 
and complaints. This division also acts 
as the main division that coordinates the 
preparation of HAM key meetings and 
monitors the implementation of Strategic 
Organisation Plans, Key Performance 
Indicators, Parliamentary secretariat, quality 
management secretariat and inspectorate 
activities secretariat. The division also 
provides support services in terms of 
administrative management, building 
maintenance, security facilities, logistics and 
vehicle maintenance management.  

Bertanggungjawab dalam pengurusan hal-
hal pengambilan tanah berdasarkan Akta 
Pengambilan Tanah 1960 bagi pembinaan 
lebuh raya bertol bermula dari proses 
permohonan Pelan Pengambilan Tanah 
sehingga penyerahan tanah kepada syarikat 
konsesi. Bahagian ini juga bertanggungjawab 
dalam kerja-kerja ukur muktamad, perizaban 
dan pewartaan lebuh raya di bawah Seksyen 
62 Kanun Tanah Negara. Bahagian ini juga 
menguruskan permohonan mendirikan 
struktur paparan iklan di dalam rezab lebuh 
raya dan pengurusan hartanah seperti aktiviti 
sewaan atau pajakan tanah milik LLM dan 
rezab lebuh raya.

Responsible for the management of land 
acquisition matters based on the Land 
Acquisitioned Act 1960 for the construction 
of tolled highways, beginning from the Land 
Acquisition Plan application process to 
the land handover to the concessionaire 
company. This division is also responsible 
for the final survey, reservation and gazetting 
of highways under Section 62 of the National 
Land Code. It also manages applications to 
set up advertisement display structures along 
highway reserves and property management 
such as rental or leasing of land owned by the 
HAM and highway reserves. 

Bahagian Pengurusan Tanah
Land Management Division

Bahagian Sumber Manusia dan Korporat
Corporate and Human Resources Division
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Bahagian Kewangan dan Pengurusan Aset 
adalah bahagian yang dipertanggungjawabkan 
untuk menguruskan hal-hal yang berkaitan 
dengan pengurusan kewangan yang meliputi 
perakaunan, terimaan dan pembayaran, 
pelaburan wang, perolehan (bekalan dan 
perkhidmatan) serta pengurusan aset alih dan 
juga aset tak alih LLM.

The Finance and Asset Management division 
is the division responsible for managing 
matters related to financial management 
which include accounting, receipt and 
payment, money investment, procurement 
(supply and services) as well as the 
management of the HAM’s tangible and 
intangible assets. 

Bahagian Kewangan dan Pengurusan Aset
Finance and Asset Management Division

Bahagian Pengawasan Tol bertanggungjawab 
memantau pelaksanaan operasi sistem 
kutipan tol, membuat semakan dan 
pengesahan jumlah trafik dan hasil kutipan 
tol sehingga kepada pengeluaran Sijil 
Verifikasi Trafik dan Hasil Tol, Sijil Bayaran 
Pampasan, Sijil Perkongsian Hasil Tol dan 
Sijil Sumbangan Penyelidikan, Latihan dan 
Pembangunan Lebuh Raya. Bahagian ini 
juga berperanan dalam memberi maklum 
balas berhubung kenaikan, penangguhan 
kenaikan dan penstrukturan semula kadar tol, 
pemansuhan kutipan tol, jumlah dan kadar 
pertumbuhan trafik di lebuh raya serta lain-lain 
maklumat berkaitan tol. Selain itu, Bahagian 
Pengawasan Tol juga turut memainkan 
peranan dalam proses penentuan dan 
penetapan kadar tol sebelum ianya diwarta 
dan dilaksanakan.

The Toll Surveillance division is responsible 
for monitoring the implementation of the toll 
collection system, reviewing and verifying 
traffic volumes and toll collection revenue, 
up to issuing of Traffic Verification and Toll 
Revenue Certification, Compensation 
Payment Certificates, Toll Revenue Sharing 
Certificates and Highway Research, Training 
and Development Contribution Certificates. 
This division also plays a role in providing 
feedback on the increase, postponement of 
any increase and restructuring of toll rates, 
abolition of toll collection, volume and growth 
rate of traffic on the highways and other 
information related to tolls. In addition, the Toll 
Surveillance division is also involved in the 
process of determining and setting toll rates 
before they are gazetted and implemented.

This annual report is an important documentation as a 
historical record, noting the contribution, work and achievements of the 
HAM throughout 2022.

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Peningkatan ketara hasil daripada keuntungan 
simpanan tetap disebabkan kadar keuntungan 
simpanan tetap pada tahun 2022 adalah lebih 
tinggi berbanding tahun sebelumnya iaitu 
purata peningkatan sebanyak 1.08 mata selaras 
dengan kenaikan kadar dasar semalaman. 
Secara keseluruhannya, prestasi kewangan 
LLM mencatatkan lebihan pendapatan selepas 
cukai berjumlah RM0.92 juta berbanding 
tahun 2021 yang mana adanya kurangan 
pendapatan selepas cukai berjumlah RM7.43 
juta. Oleh yang demikian, kerugian terkumpul 
LLM telah berkurang sebanyak RM5.82 juta 
disebabkan lebihan pendapatan tahun semasa 
dan keuntungan tidak nyata bagi penilaian 
aktuari ke atas manfaat pekerja selaras dengan 
keperluan pendedahan Malaysian Public Sector 
Accounting Standards (MPSAS) 25. Kerajaan 
cakna dan prihatin akan beban yang ditanggung 
oleh pengguna. Oleh yang demikian, kerajaan 
dengan sokongan padu daripada syarikat 
konsesi lebuh raya bertol di bawah kendalian 
kumpulan IJM Corporation Berhad, iaitu 
Lebuhraya Sungai Besi (BESRAYA) dan 
Lebuhraya Kajang-Seremban (LEKAS) telah 
bersetuju melalui   keputusan Jemaah Menteri 
pada 21 Disember 2022 menurunkan kadar 
tol lebuh raya berkenaan berkuat kuasa 
mulai 1 Januari 2023. Penurunan kadar tol ini 
merupakan sebahagian daripada persetujuan 
kerajaan terhadap penyusunan semula struktur 
dan kadar tol bagi kedua-dua lebuh raya ini. 
Langkah berterusan yang diambil oleh kerajaan 
untuk mengurangkan bebanan pengguna lebuh 
raya adalah tanpa mengurangkan sebarang 
obligasi syarikat konsesi iaitu memastikan 
kepentingan, keselamatan dan keselesaan 
semua pihak terutamanya pengguna lebuh raya 
sentiasa dilindungi.

LLM sentiasa komited dalam menambah baik 
sistem kutipan tol di negara ini dan memberi 
perkhidmatan yang lebih mudah, selamat 
dan pantas kepada pengguna lebuh raya. 
Oleh yang demikian, pada 15 Januari 2022, 
sistem kutipan tol menggunakan teknologi 
Radio Frequency Identification (RFID) untuk 
kenderaan persendirian (kelas 1) di laluan Juru 

The year 2022 recorded a revenue of RM54.96 
million compared to the year 2021 which was 
only RM43.98 million. The increase in revenue 
of RM10.98 million is a positive post-pandemic 
impact from fixed deposit gains, advertising 
display and highway side development revenue. 
A significant increase in the result of fixed deposit 
gains due to the rate of fixed deposit gains in 
2022 being higher than the previous year which 
is an average increase of 1.08 points in line with 
the increase in the overnight base rate. Overall, 
the HAM’s financial performance recorded an 
excess of income after tax amounting to RM0.92 
million compared to the year 2021 where there 
was a lack of income after tax amounting 
to RM7.43 million. As such, the HAM’s 
accumulated loss has been reduced by RM5.82 
million due to excess income for the current year 
and unrealized gains for the actuarial valuation 
of employee benefits in line with the disclosure 
requirements of Malaysian Public Sector 
Accounting Standards (MPSAS) 25.

The government is aware and concerned about 
the burden borne by users. Therefore, the 
government with strong support from toll highway 
concessionaires under the management of 
the IJM Corporation Berhad group, namely 
Lebuhraya Sungai Besi (BESRAYA) and 
Lebuhraya Kajang-Seremban (LEKAS) agreed 
through a Cabinet decision on 21 December 
2022 to lower toll rates, effective from 1 January 
2023. This reduction in toll rates is part of the 
government’s agreement to reorganise the 
structure and toll rates for these two highways. 
The continuous steps taken by the government to 
reduce the burden on highway users are without 
reducing any obligation of the concessionaire 
company, which is to ensure that the interests, 
safety and ease of all parties, especially highway 
users, are always protected.

The HAM is always committed in improving 
the toll collection system in this country and 
providing easier, safer and faster services 
to highway users. Therefore, on 15 January 
2022, the toll collection system using the Radio 
Frequency Identification (RFID) technology 
for private vehicles (class 1) on the route from 
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hingga Skudai, Lebuhraya Utara-Selatan telah 
mula dilaksanakan, di samping lebuh raya- 
lebuh raya lain sebelum ini kecuali Lebuhraya 
Pantai Timur Fasa 1 (LPT1) dan Lebuhraya 
Pantai Timur Fasa 2 (LPT2). Transaksi tol RFID 
ini merupakan salah satu usaha Kementerian 
Kerja Raya (KKR) dan LLM bagi mengurangkan 
kesesakan di plaza tol serta langkah awal ke 
arah pelaksanaan Multi Lane Fast Flow (MLFF).

Pada peringkat awal penggunaan RFID ini 
pelbagai masalah yang timbul, antaranya isu 
pelekat RFID tidak dapat dikesan di lorong tol 
dan pengguna juga mempersoalkan mengenai 
penggunaan pelekat RFID yang disifatkan 
tidak ekonomi kerana hanya boleh digunakan 
bagi satu kenderaan berdaftar berbanding 
Touch ‘n Go (TNG) dan SmartTAG yang boleh 
dipindahkan dari satu kenderaan ke kenderaan 
lain. Pihak PLUS Malaysia Berhad (PLUS) 
mengambil inisiatif menempatkan kakitangan 
dengan peranti mudah alih untuk mengimbas 
tag sebagai langkah segera mengatasi masalah 
pelaksanaan sistem teknologi RFID. Oleh yang 
demikian, KKR dan LLM sentiasa memantau 
dan memastikan pihak konsesi dan Touch ‘n Go 
menyelesaikan apa sahaja isu yang berhubung 
kait dengan penggunaan lorong RFID ini.

Sehingga 31 Disember 2022, jumlah kenderaan 
yang berdaftar dan dipasang tag RFID telah 
mencapai 2.36 juta kenderaan berbanding 
1.55 juta kenderaan pada tahun 2021 dengan 
peningkatan sebanyak 52.25%. Kadar purata 
penggunaan mod bayaran RFID bagi kenderaan 
kelas 1 pada tahun 2022 juga telah mencapai 
18% daripada jumlah keseluruhan penggunaan 
mod bayaran lain iaitu SmartTag dan Touch ‘n 
Go. Secara keseluruhan, jumlah trafik RFID 
tahun 2022 bagi 31 lebuh raya sistem tol terbuka 
dan lebuh raya sistem tol tertutup adalah 
meningkat.

Melalui Rancangan Malaysia Ke-12 (RMK12), 
antara usaha kerajaan untuk meningkatkan 
ketersambungan merentas wilayah adalah 
termasuk pembinaan lebuh raya. 

Juru to Skudai, North-South Highway began to 
be implemented, in addition to other highways 
before this, except the East Coast Highway 
Phase 1 (LPT1) and the East Coast Highway 
Phase 2 (LPT2). This RFID toll transaction is 
one of the efforts of the Ministry of Public Works 
(KKR) and the HAM to reduce congestion at 
toll plazas, as well as an initial step towards the 
implementation of Multi Lane Fast Flow (MLFF).

At the initial stage of the RFID, various problems 
rose, including the issue of the RFID stickers not 
being detected in the toll lanes and users also 
questioning the use of RFID stickers, which 
were considered uneconomical because they 
could only be used for one registered vehicle, 
compared to Touch ‘n Go (TNG) and SmartTAG 
that may be transferred from one vehicle to 
another. PLUS Malaysia Berhad (PLUS) took 
the initiative to deploy staff with mobile devices 
to scan tags as an immediate step to overcome 
the problem of implementing the RFID 
technology system. Therefore, the KKR and the 
HAM constantly monitor and ensure that the 
concessionaire and Touch ‘n Go resolve any 
issues related to the use of this RFID lane.

As of 31 December 2022, the number of vehicles 
registered and fitted with RFID tags reached 
2.36 million vehicles compared to 1.55 million 
vehicles in 2021 with an increase of 52.25%. 
The average rate of use of RFID payment 
modes for class 1 vehicles in 2022 also reached 
18% of the total use of other payment modes, 
such as SmartTag and Touch ‘n Go. Overall, 
the amount of the RFID traffic in 2022 for the 
31 open toll system highways and closed toll 
system highways is increasing.

Through the Twelfth Malaysia Plan (RMK12), 
among the government’s efforts to improve 
cross-regional connectivity is included the 
construction of highways. 
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Sehingga Disember 2022, terdapat lima 
(5) lebuh raya masih dalam pembinaan 
bagi menambah baik ketersambungan dan 
mengurangkan kesesakan di Lembah Klang. 
Manakala, Lebuhraya Pantai Barat (WCE) 
daripada Banting, Selangor ke Taiping, Perak 
dijangka siap pada tahun 2024. Pada tahun 
2022, antara kejayaan besar yang telah 
dikecapi oleh LLM adalah pembukaan secara 
berperingkat Leburaya Sungai Besi–Ulu Kelang 
(SUKE) dan Lebuhraya Bertingkat Damansara–
Shah Alam (DASH). Tahniah diucapkan kepada 
LLM dan Projek Lintasan Kota Holdings Sdn. 
Bhd. (PROLINTAS). 

SUKE telah dibuka secara berperingkat 
(sectional opening) iaitu enam (6) daripada 
sembilan (9) pakej sepanjang 16.6 km pada 16 
September 2022. Pembukaan fasa pertama ini 
bermula dari Persimpangan Bertingkat Cheras–
Kajang hingga Persimpangan Bertingkat Bukit 
Antarabangsa. 

Majlis perasmian pembukaan telah diadakan 
pada 15 September 2022 bertempat di Plaza Tol 
Bukit Teratai dan dirasmikan oleh YB Menteri 
Kanan Kerja Raya. SUKE telah mencatatkan 
pencapaian yang membanggakan apabila dua 
ciri uniknya telah berjaya mendapat tempat 
dalam Malaysia Book of Records iaitu Tanjakan 
ikonik ‘helikoidal’ pertama di Malaysia berbentuk 
lingkaran dua tingkat dan Jejambat Galang 
Kekotak Bersegmen (SBG) tertinggi berukuran 
56.4 meter daripada paras tanah yang melintasi 
di atas Laluan MRT Sungai Buloh-Kajang dan 
Lebuhraya Cheras-Kajang. 

Seterusnya, pada 14 Oktober 2022 Lebuhraya 
DASH sepanjang 20.1 km pula telah dibuka 
secara rasmi kepada pengguna. Lebuh raya ini 
merupakan laluan alternatif kepada pengguna 
dari Shah Alam untuk ke Kuala Lumpur yang 
menghubungkan beberapa rangkaian lebuh raya 
sedia ada seperti Lebuhraya Koridor Guthrie 
(GCE), Lebuhraya Damansara-Puchong (LDP) 
dan Lebuhraya Skim Penyuraian Trafik Kuala 
Lumpur Barat (SPRINT). Lebuhraya DASH 
mempunyai ciri unik dengan pemasangan 
penghadang bunyi kepungan penuh yang 

Until December 2022, there are five (5) highways 
still under construction to improve connectivity 
and reduce congestion in the Klang Valley. At 
the same time, the West Coast Expressway 
(WCE) from Banting, Selangor to Taiping, 
Perak is expected to be completed in 2024. In 
2022, among the major successes achieved by 
the HAM has been the phased opening of the 
Sungai Besi-Ulu Kelang Expressway (SUKE) 
and the Damansara-Shah Alam Elevated 
Expressway (DASH). Congratulations to the 
HAM and Projek Lintasan Kota Holdings Sdn. 
Bhd. (PROLINTAS).

The SUKE was opened in stages (sectional 
opening), being six (6) out of nine (9) sections 
the length of 16.6 km on 16 September 2022. 
The opening of the first phase started from 
the Cheras-Kajang Interchange to the Bukit 
Antarabangsa Elevated Interchange. 

The opening ceremony was held on 15 
September 2022 at the Bukit Teratai Toll Plaza 
and was officiated by Senior Minister of Public 
Works. The SUKE recorded a momentous 
achievement when two of its unique features 
managed to attain a place in the Malaysia Book 
of Records, being the first of its kind ‘helicoidal’ 
Ramp in Malaysia in the shape of a two-storey 
spiral and the highest Segmented Box Girder 
Flyover (SBG) measuring 56.4 metres from 
ground level, traverses over the Sungai Buloh-
Kajang MRT Line and the Cheras-Kajang 
Expressway.

Subsequently, on 14 October 2022, the 20.1 km 
long DASH Highway was officially opened to 
users. This highway forms an alternative route 
for users from Shah Alam to Kuala Lumpur that 
connects several existing highway networks, 
such as the Guthrie Corridor Expressway (GCE), 
Damansara-Puchong Expressway (LDP) and 
West Kuala Lumpur Traffic distribution Scheme 
Highway (SPRINT). The DASH Expressway 
possess the unique feature of the installation of 
the first full enclosure sound barrier in Malaysia 
of 260 meters, aimed at reducing the impact of 
vehicle noise passing through the Damansara 
Perdana area. In addition, the Spaghetti Link 
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pertama di Malaysia sepanjang 260 meter, 
bertujuan untuk mengurangkan impak bunyi 
bising kenderaan yang melalui kawasan 
Damansara Perdana. Selain itu, Spaghetti Link 
yang terletak di antara Damansara Perdana 
dan Penchala terbentuk apabila tujuh tanjakan 
laluan lebuh raya dibina secara bertingkat 
melibatkan lebuh raya sedia ada iaitu Lebuhraya 
Damansara-Puchong (LDP) dan Penchala 
Link, SPRINT dengan Persimpangan Penchala, 
Lebuhraya DASH.

Seiring dengan aspirasi kerajaan untuk 
menambah baik aspek keselamatan serta 
keselesaan pengguna lebuh raya khususnya 
dan penduduk setempat amnya, kerja naik taraf 
pelebaran lorong Lebuhraya SILK Fasa 2 iaitu 
bagi jajaran dari Persimpangan Bertingkat Sg. 
Ramal ke Persimpangan Bertingkat Universiti 
Tenaga Nasional (UNITEN) sedang giat 
dilaksanakan di tapak yang melibatkan kedua-
dua hala Putrajaya dan Kajang. Pelaksanaan 
projek menaik taraf daripada tiga (3) kepada 
empat (4) lorong di Lebuhraya SILK ini dengan 
jarak 4.4 km dijangka siap pada pertengahan 
Tahun 2023. Projek ini juga akan melancarkan 
pergerakan trafik pada waktu puncak 
terutamanya ke Pusat Pentadbiran kerajaan 
di Putrajaya, selain lokasi-lokasi tumpuan di 
kawasan Kajang, Bandar Baru Bangi, Serdang 
dan Puchong. 

Selain itu, perjanjian konsesi (CA) bagi 
Cadangan Penswastaan Projek Petaling 
Jaya Traffic Dispersal Expressway (PJD Link) 
telah ditandatangani pada 5 April 2022 antara 
Syarikat Konsesi PJD Link (M) Sdn. Bhd. 
bersama dengan pihak kerajaan. Sebagaimana 
ketetapan di dalam CA, syarikat konsesi kini 
dalam tindakan untuk mematuhi keperluan 
ke atas Condition Precedent (CP) selama 12 
bulan dari tarikh CA ditandatangani iaitu dengan 
melaksanakan Kajian Impak Alam Sekitar (EIA), 
Kajian Impak Sosial (SIA) dan Kajian Impak 
Trafik (TIA). Lebuh raya ini akan bermula di 
Plaza Tol NKVE di Damansara dan berakhir 
di Lebuhraya Bukit Jalil (Bandar Kinrara) 
merupakan lebuh raya bertingkat sepenuhnya 
dengan jarak sepanjang 34.3 km. 

located between Damansara Perdana and 
Penchala was formed when seven highway 
ramps were built in tiers involving the existing 
highways, namely the Damansara-Puchong 
Expressway (LDP) and Penchala Link, SPRINT 
with the Penchala Junction, DASH Expressway.

In line with the government’s aspiration to 
improve the safety and comfort of highway 
users and local residents, the works for lane 
widening of the SILK Highway Phase 2, from the 
Sg. Ramal Interchange to the Universiti Tenaga 
Nasional (UNITEN) Intersection, is being 
implemented actively at the sites involving both 
Putrajaya and Kajang. The implementation 
of the project to upgrade from three (3) to four 
(4) lanes on the SILK Highway at a distance 
of 4.4 km is expected to be completed in the 
middle of 2023. This project will also facilitate 
the movement of traffic during peak hours, 
especially to the government Administration 
Centre in Putrajaya, in addition to focal point 
locations in the areas of Kajang, Bandar Baru 
Bangi, Serdang and Puchong.  

In addition, the concession agreement (CA) for 
the Proposed Privatisation of the Petaling Jaya 
Traffic dispersal Expressway (PJD Link) Project 
was signed on 5 April 2022 between PJD Link 
Concessionaire Company (M) Sdn. Bhd. and 
the government. As stipulated in the CA, the 
concessionaire company is now compelled to 
comply with the requirements on the Condition 
Precedent (CP) for 12 months from the date 
the CA was signed, namely by carrying out an 
Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA), a 
Social Impact Assessment (SIA) and a Traffic 
Impact Assessment (TIA). This highway will 
commence at the NKVE Toll Plaza in Damansara 
and end at Bukit Jalil Highway (Bandar Kinrara), 
which is a fully elevated highway at a distance 
of 34.3 km.  

The purpose of the construction is to reduce 
travel time between Damansara and Kinrara 
and provide an alternative route to make it 
easier for users to travel from the same origin 
and destination instead of using the existing 
route.

The PJD Link highway is expected to 
be completed in 2026, which is a 3-year 
construction period.

On 31 May 2022, for the first time, the Anugerah 
Kecemerlangan Personel Industri Lebuh Raya 
(AKPIL) 2021 was introduced to recognise in 
appreciation highway industry workers with 
outstanding high-quality performance. The 
award ceremony was officiated by the Senior 
Minister of Public Works at the Tan Sri M. 
Yusuf Hall, HAM. A total of 75 recipients of 
this award are consisted of HAM and highway 
industry workers who were selected based on 
criteria set by their respective agencies and 
concessionaires. Congratulations to the HAM 
for holding this award ceremony and hopefully 
such recognition will inspire all workers of the 
highway industry to be continuously committed 
to carrying out their duties for the sake of 
excellence in the highway industry.

The 11th Malaysian Road Conference & 
Exhibition 2022 (11th MRC 2022) and the 4th 
International Road Federation Asia–Pacific 
Regional Congress were held for 3 days from 11 
to 13 October 2022 at the Kuala Lumpur World 
Trade Centre (WTCKL). The conference was 
jointly organised by the Malaysian Ministry of 
Public Works (KKR), Public Works Department 
(JKR), Highway Authority Malaysia (HAM) and 
several other agencies. 

The HAM headed the Exhibition Committee, 
which attracted enthusiastic visitors to the 
exhibition held in conjunction with the MRC 
conference. The three-day conference has 
brought in more than 1,000 domestic and 
foreign participants, with 95 technical papers 
presented on the theme of ‘Towards Resilient 
Road Infrastructure’. Through this conference, 
members of the highway/road industry were 
able to share experiences towards improving 
the quality and resilience of the road network 
throughout its life cycle from planning, design, 
construction, operation to maintenance.

In order to respond to government 
recommendations to facilitate access for the 
people to direct information about assistance

Director General’s Statement

Alhamdulillah dan syabas saya ucapkan kepada semua warga Lembaga Lebuhraya Malaysia (LLM)  
kerana telah berjaya mengekalkan budaya kerja berprestasi tinggi serta hasil yang memberangsangkan  
sepanjang  tahun  2022.  Ini adalah hasil komitmen semua warga LLM dalam menyelesaikan tugas 
dan tanggungjawab yang  diamanahkan dengan pelaksanaan cemerlang  program  yang dirancang 
sepanjang tahun 2022. Kejayaan dan pencapaian yang didokumentasikan dalam Laporan Tahunan LLM 
2022 ini sebagai bukti pencapaian, komitmen dan sumbangan semua warga LLM yang merealisasikan 
peranan dan mandat yang diberikan. 

Berdasarkan empat (4) bidang keberhasilan utama LLM, sebanyak 32 Petunjuk Prestasi Utama (KPI) 
telah ditetapkan. Secara keseluruhannya, pencapaian KPI LLM bagi tahun 2022 adalah 98.61%. Ini jelas 
menggambarkan komitmen padu dan berterusan pihak pengurusan dan warga LLM dalam mengawal 
selia pembangunan dan pengurusan lebuh raya di Malaysia.

Modelling (BIM) dan pewujudan portal Geographic Information System (GIS).

Assalamualaikum warahmatullahi wabarakatuh and Salam Malaysia MADANI.

Alhamdulillah and congratulations to all Highway Authority Malaysia (HAM) staffs for 
maintaining a high-performance work culture and good outcomes throughout 2022.  

This is the result of the commitment of all HAM’s staffs in completing their entrusted 
tasks and responsibilities with proper implementation of planned programmes 
throughout 2022. The successes and achievements documented in the HAM 
Annual Report 2022 are evidence of the achievements, commitment and 
contribution of all HAM staffs in carrying out the roles and given mandate.

Based on the four (4) main success areas of the HAM, a total of 32 Key 
Performance Indicators (KPI) have been set out. In overall, the HAM KPI 
achievement for 2022 is 98.61%. This clearly reflects the solid and continuous 

commitment of the management and the staffs of the HAM in regulating the 
development and management of highways in Malaysia. 

Among the main KPIs successfully achieved throughout 2022 were the completion 
of the Damansara-Shah Alam Elevated Expressway (DASH) project, a 15% 
(RM1.4 million) reduction in the amount of arrears of advertisement display 
occupancy charges, the completion of 4 locations for highway upgrading work 
or facilities according to the approved schedule, the publication of Building 
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Mesyuarat Jemaah Menteri pada 17 Disember 
2021 telah bersetuju dengan cadangan 
pelaksanaan sistem kutipan tol secara Multi 
Lane Fast Flow (MLFF) di lebuh raya bertol 
di Malaysia. Selaras dengan keputusan 
kerajaan ini, Kementerian Kerja Raya telah 
menubuhkan beberapa Jawatankuasa MLFF 
iaitu Jawatankuasa Pemandu, Jawatankuasa 
Kerja, Jawatankuasa Teknikal, Jawatankuasa 
Kewangan/Komersial dan Jawatankuasa 
Perundangan. LLM juga telah menubuhkan 
Pasukan Petugas Khas Pelaksanaan 
Kutipan Tol Secara MLFF dan Jawatankuasa 
Penubuhan Central Tolling Agency (CTA) bagi 
memantau pelaksanaan MLFF supaya ianya 
dapat direalisasikan dalam tempoh masa yang 
ditetapkan. KKR telah mengadakan rundingan 
bersama Kementerian Kewangan (MoF) 
untuk memperkenalkan MLFF bagi memberi 
pilihan kepada pengguna dan mengurangkan 
kebergantungan terhadap sistem sedia ada. 
Jika sistem MLFF dilaksanakan kelak, ia bukan 
sahaja dapat mengurangkan kesesakan lalu 
lintas, tetapi juga akan memendekkan destinasi 
masa perjalanan ke satu-satu lokasi.

Pengunaan RFID merupakan salah satu inisiatif 
untuk menuju ke arah pelaksanaan Multi Lane 
Fast Flow (MLFF), yang selaras dengan hasrat 
kerajaan untuk mendigital dan memodenkan 
kaedah pembayaran tol. Pelaksanaan ini 
akan menjadikan lorong RFID tersedia di 
seluruh jaringan infrastruktur lebuh raya bertol 
di Malaysia selaras dengan kehendak dan 
keperluan pengguna lebuh raya. 

Sehingga 31 Disember 2022, kaedah kutipan 
tol menggunakan RFID telah dilaksanakan di 
31 lebuh raya sistem tol terbuka dan lebuh raya 
sistem tertutup bagi kenderaan kelas 1 dengan 
penyediaan lorong RFID di plaza tol sebanyak 
302 lorong. Walau bagaimanapun, kutipan tol 
menggunakan kad Touch ‘n Go dan SmartTag 
masih dikekalkan. Untuk itu, LLM sentiasa 
bersiap sedia dalam menangani pelbagai 
permasalahan berkaitan dalam apa jua keadaan 
sekalipun agar perkhidmatan yang disediakan 
sentiasa berada pada tahap yang terbaik. 

Information Modeling (BIM) Guidelines and the 
creation of a Geographic Information System 
(GIS) portal.

The Cabinet meeting on 17 December 2021 
agreed to the proposed implementation of the 
Multi-Lane Fast Flow (MLFF) toll collection 
system on tolled highways in Malaysia. In line 
with the government’s decision, the Ministry 
of Public Works established several MLFF 
Committees: the Steering Committee, Work 
Committee, Technical Committee, Finance/
Commercial Committee and Legal Committee. 
The HAM also established a Special Task 
Force for the Implementation of the MLFF 
Toll Collection and a Committee for the 
Establishment of a Central Tolling Agency (CTA) 
to monitor the implementation of MLFF so that 
it may be realised within the fixed time frame. 
The KKR held negotiations with the Ministry of 
Finance (MoF) to introduce the MLFF to provide 
users with a choice and to reduce dependence 
on the existing system. 

If the MLFF system is implemented in the future, 
it will not only reduce traffic congestion, but also 
shorten travel time to any location.

The use of the RFID is one of the initiatives to 
move towards the implementation of Multi 
Lane Free Flow (MLFF), which is in line with 
the government’s aim to digitise and modernise 
toll payment methods. This implementation will 
make RFID lanes available throughout the toll 
highway infrastructure network in Malaysia in 
line with the wishes and needs of highway users. 
Up to 31 December 2022, the toll collection 
method under the RFID has been implemented 
for 31 open toll system highways and closed 
system highways for class 1 vehicles with the 
provision of RFID lanes in toll plazas totaling 
302 lanes. However, toll collection using 
Touch ‘n Go cards and SmartTag is still being 
maintained. In line with this, the HAM is ever 
ready to deal with any related problems in any 
situation so that services provided are always of 
the best quality.

Lanjutan itu, LLM 
juga telah membangunkan Garis Panduan 
Exchange Information Requirement (EIR) 
& Asset Information Requirement (AIR) 
Building Information Modelling (BIM) Lembaga 
Lebuhraya Malaysia (LLM). Garis panduan 
ini adalah bertujuan menetapkan keperluan 
maklumat pelantikan pasukan pelaksana projek 
(syarikat konsesi, juru perunding dan lain-lain 
pihak berkaitan) serta keperluan-keperluan lain 
berkaitan dengan pelaksanaan BIM bagi sesuatu 
projek lebuh raya di dalam fasa perancangan, 
reka bentuk, pembinaan dan operasi.

Khairy Jamaluddin, Menteri Kesihatan Malaysia 
di Plaza Tol Kota Damansara, Lebuhraya DASH. 

In 2022, the HAM provided reference material 
to be used as guides for HAM officials, 
concessionaires and third-parties dealing with 
the HAM. Among these, the HAM has improved 
Guidelines for Establishing Advertisement 
display Structures on Highway Reserves 
Under the Supervision of the Highway Authority 
Malaysia, LLM/GP/A8-15. This second edition 
guideline contains the application processes at 
the HAM level up to monitoring the installation 
of advertising display structures, as well as the 
application process for erecting advertising 
display structures on highway reserves by 
concessionaires and third-party companies in 
the installation of advertising display structures.

In line with Industrial Revolution 4.0 (IR 4.0) 
to respond to government recommendations 
in the construction industry transformation 
programme, the HAM has produced a 
Building Information Modeling (BIM) system. 
In addition, the HAM has also developed the 
Exchange Information Requirement (EIR) & 
Asset Information Requirement (AIR) Building 
Information Modeling (BIM) Guidelines of the 
Highway Authority Malaysia (HAM). These 
guidelines are intended to define information 
requirements for the appointment of the project 
implementation team (concessionaires, 
consultants and other related quarters), as 
well as other requirements related to the 
implementation of the BIM system for highway 
projects in the planning, design, construction 
and operation phases. Both these requirements 
are to specify specific information: AIR specifies 
the Asset Information Model (AIM), while the 
EIR specifies the Project Information Model 
(PIM).

The ‘Anak Sarawak HAM DASH Penchala 
Link Tunnel Night Run 2022’ programme held 
on 5 November 2022 through collaboration 
between the MHA, DASH, SPRINT and the 
Sarawak Volunteer Association was recorded 
in the Malaysia Book of Records. The run was 
officiated by Dato’ Sri Haji Fadillah Haji Yusof, 
Senior Minister of Public Works and Mr Khairy 
Jamaluddin, Minister of Health Malaysia at the 
Kota Damansara Toll Plaza, DASH Highway. 
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Acara ini merupakan acara larian waktu malam 
yang pertama diadakan di terowong lebuh 
raya sepanjang 780 meter dan larian melalui 
struktur halangan bunyi sepanjang 260 meter 
di Malaysia. Tahniah diucapkan kepada semua 
yang terlibat dalam menjayakan program ini dan 
sekaligus mengharumkan nama LLM.

Selain itu, LLM dengan kerjasama Kementerian 
Kerja Raya (KKR) dan Persatuan Syarikat-
Syarikat Konsesi Lebuh Raya Malaysia 
(PSKLM) telah menganjurkan Sesi Libat Urus 
Menteri Kanan Kerja Raya Bersama Media di 
Kuala Lumpur pada 5 Oktober 2022. Sesi libat 
urus ini merupakan satu platform YB Menteri 
Kanan Kerja Raya dan KKR amnya untuk 
menghebahkan perancangan, inisiatif kemajuan 
projek di semua agensi di bawah KKR termasuk 
LLM, selain mengukuhkan hubungan baik 
dan membentuk kerjasama strategik dengan 
media.

In addition, the HAM in collaboration with the 
Ministry of Public Works (KKR) and the Persatuan 
Syarikat-Syarikat Konsesi Lebuh Raya 
Malaysia (PSKLM) organised an Engagement 
Session between the Senior Minister of Public 
Works and the Media in Kuala Lumpur on 5 
October 2022. The engagement session was a 
platform for the Senior Minister of Public Works 
and the KKR in general to publicise planning 
and project progress initiatives in all agencies 
under the KKR, including the HAM, in addition 
to boosting good relations and forming strategic 
cooperation with the media. Through such a 
programme, a strategic relationship with the 
media may be cemented, in addition to ensure 
that publicity about the HAM and its services 
are accurate and live up to user expectations, as 
well as promotional programmes to promote the 
name of the HAM may be introduced.

Before 2022 came to an end, a Management 
Engagement Session with Highway Authority 
Malaysia (HAM) staffs under the theme of HAM 
Sash Day 2022 was held on 23 December 2022 
at Tan Sri M. Yusuff Hall. 

The programme was aimed at further 
strengthening ties between the Management 
and HAM staffs through the holding several 
group games and traditional performances. My 
heartfelt gratitude goes to the Management and 
HAM members who made this programme a 
success.

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i.	 Projek lebuh raya ini berjaya disiapkan walaupun mengambil masa berbanding tempoh masa asal 
yang ditetapkan disebabkan pelbagai faktor termasuk peningkatan kos bahan binaan yang ketara;
The highway project was completed despite taking longer than the original proposed time schedule 
due to various factors, including a significant increase in the cost of construction materials;

ii.	 Projek memenuhi keperluan dan spesifikasi kejuruteraan yang ditetapkan 
walaupun terdapat sedikit isu kualiti pembinaan;
The project met the prescribed engineering requirements and specifications, 
although there were several construction quality issues;

iii.	 Lebuh raya ini telah berjaya mewujudkan fasa (LPT 1) antara lebuh raya sedia ada seperti Lebuh 
raya Pantai Timur 1 dan jalan-jalan sedia ada di sepanjang jajarannya dan seterusnya menawarkan 
satu laluan alternatif baru yang lebih selamat dan selesa dengan kemudahan kawasan Rehat 
& Rawat (R&R) dan hentian sebelah termasuk hentian sebelah selepas  setiap plaza tol;
This highway has brought about a phase (LPT 1) between the existing highway being the East Coast 
Expressway 1 and existing roads along its alignment and further offers a new alternative route that is safer 
and easier due to the facilities of Rest Areas (R&R) and lay-bys, including a lay-by after each toll plaza;

iv.	 Para pengguna lebuh raya dapat menikmati perjalanan yang lebih singkat bagi 
semua destinasi yang dihubungkan di antara Jabor ke Kuala Terengganu;
Highway users may experience shorter journeys to all destinations between Jabor to Kuala Terengganu;

The increase in actual traffic volume is very encouraging when compared to traffic projections; and

Berdasarkan kepada data-data yang 
dianalisis dan dibentangkan, pembangunan 
dan pembinaan LPT2 boleh dirumuskan telah 
dapat menyumbang kepada pembangunan 
negara dengan memberi impak positif 
walaupun terdapat sedikit isu pembinaan 
yang meninggalkan impak negatif namun ia 
seharusnya dapat diatasi secara berperingkat 
dengan sewajarnya. Rumusan mengikut 
aspek yang berkenaan seperti yang berikut:

Based on data analysed and presented, it 
can be summarised that the development 
and construction of the LPT2 contributes to 
the development of the country in a positive 
manner, despite several construction issues 
that have left a negative impact, but these 
may be overcome in stages accordingly. 
The actual summary according to relevant 
aspects is as follows: 
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i.	 Projek lebuh raya ini secara tidak langsung telah menyumbang kepada peningkatan mobiliti 
penumpang dan juga barangan yang seterusnya mendorong kemasukan pelabur serta 
pemain industri untuk mengambil tempat dalam merancakkan ekonomi setempat. Ini dapat 
dibuktikan melalui peningkatan pelaburan bagi sektor industri, komersial dan perumahan 
di Wilayah Timur yang merupakan kawasan yang dihubungkan oleh lebuh raya ini;
This highway project has indirectly contributed to the increase in the mobility of passengers and also 
goods which further encourages the entry of investors and industry players to take place in stimulating 
the local economy. This can be proven through an increased in investment for the industrial, commercial 
and the housing sectors in the Eastern Region which is the area connected by this highway;

ii.	 Peningkatan pelaburan dalam sektor industri secara tidak langsung menyumbang kepada 
pertumbuhan peluang pekerjaan dan seterusnya memberikan impak terhadap taraf hidup 
penduduk setempat sama ada melalui pekerjaan mahupun perniagaan yang timbul akibat 
wujudnya kawasan industri, komersial dan perumahan baharu di kawasan tersebut; 
Increased investment in the industrial sector indirectly contributes to the growth of employment 
opportunities and further impacts the standard of living of the local populations either through employment 
or rising businesses from the existence of new industrial, commercial and housing areas in the area; 

iii.	 Bagi pemilik, pelabur serta spekulator industri hartanah pula, hadirnya jaringan lebuh raya baru yang 
selesa serta mudah diakses ini pastinya amat ditunggu kerana peluang untuk memiliki aset yang terbaik 
dengan aksesibiliti yang mudah adalah merupakan impian para pemain hartanah serta penduduk di 
sekitar. Pastinya, aset di sepanjang laluan lebuh raya terutamanya yang terletak berhampiran dengan 
persimpangan dan susur masuk akan menjanjikan pulangan pelaburan yang terbaik untuk dimiliki; dan
For owners, investors and speculators in the real estate industry, the presence of a new 
highway network that is easily accessible is certainly eagerly awaited because the opportunity 
to own the best assets with easy accessibility is the dream of real estate players and 
residents around. Certainly, assets along highway routes especially those located near 
intersections and interchanges will promise the best return on investment to own; and

iv.	 Hadirnya jaringan lebuh raya baharu yang selesa serta mudah diakses seperti LPT2 telah 
meningkatkan pembangunan kawasan khususnya di sekitar dan sepanjang jajaran lebuh raya.
The presence of a new highway network that is easily accessible such as the LPT2 Highway 
has increased the development of areas especially around and along the highway line.
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i.	 Wujudnya lebuh raya ini secara tidak langsung menyumbang kepada peningkatan populasi 
penduduk di kawasan jajaran. Ini dapat dibuktikan melalui pertambahan bilangan pembangunan 
kawasan kediaman. Kawasan jajaran lebuh raya menjadi tumpuan para pekerja yang inginkan 
akses mudah ke pusat bandar mahupun kawasan perindustrian dan komersial; dan
The existence of the highway indirectly contributes to an increase in population in the 
area. This is indicated by an increase in the number of residential area developments. 
The area along the highway has become the focus of workers who want easy 
access to the city centre as well as industrial and commercial areas; and

ii.	 Pertambahan jumlah pelaburan pula menjana peluang pekerjaan kepada penduduk 
di kawasan terlibat seterusnya menaikkan taraf hidup di kawasan tersebut.
The increase in the amount of investment also generates employment opportunities for the 
residents in the involved areas and subsequently raises the standard of living in the area.

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Kesimpulan
Conclusion

Kelantan;

ii.	 Menampung pertambahan trafik antara Wilayah 
Selatan dan Tengah Negeri Terengganu dengan 
kawasan tarikan pelancong kepada rangkaian 
pulau-pulau di Utara Negeri Terengganu;

iii.	 Alternatif atau opsyen untuk berkongsi kapasiti 
trafik dengan Laluan Persekutuan sedia ada;

The HAM has taken the initiative to improve 
the EPI system so that the performance 
evaluation carried out reflects the actual 
situation of the level of highway maintenance 
on site. This improvement is intended to 
ensure that concessionaires strive to achieve 
better performance, especially in providing 
higher quality, easy and safe highway 
services to highway users.

On average, 1,703 accident cases were 
recorded every month for the year 2022 with 
the highest cases recorded in October, with 
1,984 cases, while the lowest cases was 
reported in February, with 1389 accident 
cases.

The trend increased in the number of accident 
cases in 2022 compared to 2021 was 
significant following the country’s transition 
from the Covid-19 pandemic phase to the 
endemic phase, which no longer limits 
people’s movement as was the case during 
the implementation of the Movement Control 
Order (MCO). 

Therefore, a higher number of vehicles using 
the highway were recorded indirectly causing 
the accident rate to increase. 

In 2022, there were two (2) highways that 
recorded zero deaths, being the Stormwater 
Management and Road Tunnel (SMART) 
and Kemuning-Shah Alam Highway (LKSA). 
However, the lowest fatalities recorded were 
Ampang-Kuala Lumpur Elevated Highway 
(AKLEH) and Sultan Abdul Halim Mu’adzam 
Shah Bridge (JSAHMS) with one (1) death 
each.

Overall, the highest number of accident cases 
recorded for the open toll system was on the 
Kuala Lumpur-Karak Highway (KLK), which 
was 1,259 cases, while the closed toll system 
of the North-South Expressway (LUS) with a 
traffic volume exceeding 426 million vehicles 
per year, recorded a total of 10,520 cases.

Carta 1 menunjukkan pecahan faktor utama 
kemalangan iaitu manusia, kenderaan 
dan persekitaran. Pada tahun 2022, 80% 
daripada kemalangan yang berlaku adalah 
berpunca daripada faktor manusia diikuti 
dengan faktor persekitaran iaitu 15% dan 
faktor kenderaan 5%.

Chart 1 indicates the breakdown of the 
main factors of accidents, namely people, 
vehicles and the environment. In 2022, 80% 
of accidents that occurred were caused by 
human factors followed by environmental 
factors, which were 15% and vehicle factors 
of 5%. Among the human factors that resulted 
in accidents were driver negligence, driving 
over the speed limit, losing control and also 
fatigue from driving for a long period of time.

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Based on the analysis of accident data from 
the Malaysian Highway Road Accident 
Database System (MHROADS) in 2021, the 
main factors that caused accidents were due 
to human, vehicles and the environmental 
factors. An extension of accident analysis 
also displayed certain locations that are 
categorised as blackspot after recording a 
weightage point of more than 15 points based 
on the type of accident, being fatal, severe 
and minor as well as damage to vehicles 
or highway assets. Mitigation actions at 
the locations involved were identified and 
implemented throughout 2022 in an effort to 
ensure that the level of safety on highways 
may be increased and further reduce the risk 
of accidents and injuries to highway users. 

Blackspot Identification Method:

i.	 MHROADS Accident Data: Based 
on annual data analysis;

ii.	 Weightage: Weightage is considered 
based on the type of accident, being 
fatal, serious and minor, and damage 
to vehicles or highway assets;

iii.	 Identification of Location: Accident 
locations exceeding 15 points 
are classified as a blackspot.

There were ten (10) critical blackspot 
locations that were identified and mitigation 
whereby actions were implemented in 2022.

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The monitoring of mitigation actions at 
blackspot locations in 2022 will be carried 
out for three (3) consecutive years from 
2023 to 2025 to assess their effectiveness.

Also in 2022, an evaluation analysis was 
made on blackspot that have have had 
mitigation action implemented in 2019, 2020 
and 2021. The following is an analysis of the 
achievement of mitigation actions for the 10 
blackspot identified for the years in question:

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Overall, the number of accidents was found 
to have decreased by more than 50% as 
per the target set after mitigation actions 
were implemented. For the mitigation 
actions that do not achieve the target of a 
50% reduction in accident rates, accident 
data for the 10 blackspot will be reviewed 
to identify blackspot that do not have an 
impact on mitigation actions that have been 
implemented. Following this, the proposed 
improvement of the existing mitigation 
actions for any blackspot will be implemented 
and relisted as a blackspot the following year 
until reaching the target of a 50% reduction in 
accident data.

In addition, the Road Safety Audit initiative 
(Level 5) was also implemented for each 
highway according to a phased plan in order 
to identify safety issues for the purpose of 
taking improvement action so that the safety 
aspects for highway users can be improved.

This increase in the amount of paid 
traffic is due to social and economic activities 
of the country returning to full operation as 
usual such as before the implementation of 
the Movement Control Order (MCO), as well 
as due to the opening of new highways in 2022, 
being the Setiawangsa-Pantai Expressway 
(SPE), Sungai Besi-Ulu Kelang Elevated 
Expressway (SUKE) and Damansara-Shah 
Alam Elevated Expressway (DASH).

Detailed information of comparison for the 
amount of traffic between the 2021 and the 
2022 for the 33 tolled highways is below in 
Table 17, while comparison of the trend of 
changes in the amount of traffic is shown in 
Figure 16.

Traffic Volume Analysis

Pada tahun 2022, jumlah trafik berbayar yang 
menggunakan lebuh raya bertol di Malaysia 
dicatatkan telah mengalami peningkatan 
berbanding tahun sebelumnya.

Secara keseluruhannya, jumlah trafik di lebuh 
raya tol seluruh negara mencatatkan kadar 
peningkatan bagi tahun 2022 berbanding 
tahun 2021.

In overall, the amount of traffic on toll highways 
across the country recorded an increase in 
2022 compared to 2021. 
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The toll collection method using Radio 
Frequency Identification (RFID) technology 
was implemented on 31 open toll system 
highways and closed system highways for 
class 1 vehicles from 1 January 2020 with the 
provision of RFID lanes in toll plazas totalling 
302 lanes. As of 31 December 2022, the 
number of vehicles registered and fitted with 
RFID tags has reached 2.36 million vehicles, 
compared to 1.55 million vehicles in 2021, 
with an increase of 52.25%.

The average rate of use of RFID payment 
modes for class 1 vehicles in 2022 has also 
reached 18% of the total use of other payment 
modes, namely SmartTag and Touch ‘n Go.

A comparison of the amount of RFID traffic 
between 2021 and 2022 for 31 open toll 
system highways and closed toll system 
highways that use the RFID for toll payment is 
as in Table 18 and Figure 17.

In 2022, there were three (3) highways 
opened to users that also provide toll 
payment facilities through the RFID, 
namely Setiawangsa-Pantai Expressway 
(SPE), Sungai Besi-Ulu Kelang Elevated 
Expressway (SUKE) and Damansara-Shah 
Alam Elevated Expressway (DASH).
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In line with the Malaysian Sustainable 
Development Strategic Plan 2013-2050, 
the Highway Authority Malaysia (HAM) has 
implemented the Malaysia Green Highway 
Index (MyGHI) as a measure of support. In 
addition, the implementation of the MyGHI 
may indirectly contribute to the reduction 
of greenhouse gas emissions compared to 
gross domestic product (GDP) by 40% from 
the base achieved in 2005. Since highway 
infrastructure development activities are a 
major contributor to the increase in carbon 
intensity, the implementation of this MyGHI 
rating is also a proactive step of the main 
mission towards creating ‘Sustainable 
Transportation’. The Green Highway Index is 
developed based on five (5) main categories 
with a breakdown of element scores as shown 
in the following diagram:

 In the period of 5 years from 2016 until 2020, 
a total of 44 lines or sections of highways in 
operation and 5 highways under construction 
have been evaluated and given the MyGHI 
rating. On average, the percentage of 
achievement by elements fraction for the first 
round of rating was SDCA 66%, EE 69.8%, 
EWM 75.4%, MT 37% and SS 67.6%.

Hasil daripada 
kajian ini, Manual Kalkulator Kiraan Pelepasan 
Karbon (Manual Carbon Footprint Calculator, 
CFC) siap dibangunkan pada 2021.

Faktor yang mempengaruhi kesan 
pelepasan GHG akan dapat dilihat apabila 
data pelaporan karbon dikemas kini setiap 
tahun. Dengan adanya Manual CFC, LLM 
menggesa komitmen syarikat konsesi ke 
arah penyerahan pelaporan karbon tahunan 
yang dikira berdasarkan pengurangan 
kapasiti tertinggi caruman penjanaan elektrik, 
air, sumber bahan bakar dan lain-lain lagi 
menjelang tahun 2030. 

In 2018, once again the HAM and Universiti 
Teknologi Malaysia (UTM) collaborated to 
study the potential of green initiatives. As 
a result of this study, the Manual Carbon 
Footprint Calculator, CFC, was developed 
in 2021. This CFC manual is a framework 
and guide for calculating the performance of 
carbon emissions in detail based on sources 
and factors of carbon emissions from each 
highway development activity. 

Greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions cannot 
be measured directly. GHG counts are 
measured using “activity” data parameters 
such as quantity of fuel burned, electricity 
consumption, or distance of the vehicle 
driven. This manual complies to scope 1, 
scope 2 and scope 3 of carbon emissions in 
CO2 equivalent parameters of million metric 
tons. Factors affecting the impact of GHG 
emissions will become visible when carbon 
reporting data is updated each year. With 
the CFC Manual in place, the HAM urges the 
commitment of concessionaires to submit 
annual carbon reporting calculated on the 
reduction of the highest capacity contribution 
of electricity generation, water, fuel sources 
and others by the year 2030. The check 
and balance of GHG emission prevention 
activities may be carried out to ensure that 
we are on the right track to achieve the goal of 
reducing the impact of GHG.

It is hoped that the HAM can develop a 
carbon baseline for each highway by 2024. 
Efforts and cooperation from all industry 
players are essential to ensure that this goal 
is achieved towards initiatives to reduce 
carbon emissions in the highway industry 
in Malaysia. With several green initiatives 
already implemented, the HAM aims to 
cut 20% - 30% carbon emissions for all 
concessionaires.

The implementation of training is one of the 
knowledge transfer processes that aims 
to improve existing knowledge and skills, 
alongside the gaining of new knowledge to 
meet current needs and demands within the 
organisation.

The HAM management has fixed a training/
course target of at least 40 hours a year for 
all HAM officials and staff, in accordance 
with the Human Resources Service Circular 
(Pekeliling Perkhidmatan Sumber Manusia - 
PPSM) effective 1 January 2022.

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Pada tahun 2022, Pengurusan LLM telah

Competent 
and experienced teaching staffs have been 
appointed to guide and train selected officials 
to become highly knowledgeable and skilled 
in related fields. 

The implementation of training in 2022 has 
been conducted physically after the country 
entered the phase of transition to endemic.

The training is more focused online training 
considering that the country is still in the 
situation of the COVID-19 pandemic. A total 
of 95% training participation by HAM officials 
and staff is physical and 5% online.

Lebuh raya Pesisiran Pantai Barat E32 
(LPPB), better known as the West Coast 
Expressway (WCE) is a new highway with 
interstate toll access that is currently still 
under construction along the west coast of 
Perak and Selangor. The WCE is designed 
as a two (2) lane two (2) way highway with 21 
elevated intersections and 20 toll plazas. This 
highway at a total length of 233 kilometers 
will connect Banting, Selangor to Taiping, 
Perak and will be an alternative highway to 
the existing route between the North-South of 
Peninsular Malaysia. 

The construction of the WCE highway was 
started on 25 August 2014 and the original 
completion date was in August 2019. 
However, due to land acquisition matters and 
other technical factors, the WCE highway has 
been granted an extension of completion time 
to June 2024. As of 31 December 2022, the 
percentage of progress of the construction of 
the WCE was around 84%.

Assessment is made at each reporting date 
to determine whether there is objective 
evidence that the financial assets incurred 
impairment. Financial asset is deemed to be 
impaired when there is objective evidence 
of impairment caused by events after initial 
assessment date that affects the estimated 
future cash flows.

To determine whether there is objective 
evidence that an impairment loss on financial 
assets have been incurred, consideration 
is made on several factors such as the 
probability of insolvency or significant 
financial difficulties of debtor and default or 
significant delay in payments.

3.1.2.	 Financial liabilities

(a)	 Initial recognition and measurement

Financial liabilities are measured initially at 
fair value, and should the relevant financial 
liability is not recognised initially at fair value 
through surplus or deficit, including direct 
attributable transaction costs to publish the 
financial liabilities.

(b)	 Subsequent measurement

After initial measurement, all financial 
liabilities are measured on amortised costs.

(c)	 Derecognition

Financial liabilities are derecognised when 
obligation is discharged, cancelled or expired. 
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Apabila liabiliti kewangan sedia ada ditukar

3.3.	 Hartanah, loji dan peralatan

(a)	 Pengiktirafan dan ukuran

Hartanah, loji dan peralatan dinyatakan pada 
harga kos setelah ditolak susut nilai dan 
penjejasan nilai terkumpul.

Kos adalah termasuk kos perbelanjaan yang 
berkait secara terus semasa perolehan aset 
tersebut. 

Apabila bahagian penting sesuatu hartanah, 
loji dan peralatan mempunyai anggaran 
usia penggunaan yang berbeza, bahagian 
berkenaan akan dikaedahkan sebagai aset 
berasingan.

When existing financial liabilities is replaced by 
another by the same creditor on substantially 
different terms, or the terms of existing liability 
are substantially modified, the replacement 
or modification is treated as derecognition 
of original liability and recognition of a new 
liability, and the difference between carrying 
values is recognised in surplus or deficit.

3.1.3.	 Offsetting of financial instruments

Financial assets and liabilities are offset and 
net value reported in statement of financial 
position if there is enforceable legal rights to 
offset the recognised amount and there is an 
intention to settle on net basis, or to realise the 
assets and liabilities simultaneously.

3.2.	 Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise of cash 
in hand, cash in bank and short-term liquid 
investments which are readily convertible to 
known amount of cash.

3.3.	 Property, plant and equipment

(a)	 Recognition and measurement

Property, plant and equipment are stated as 
costs less accumulated depreciation and 
impairment.

Cost includes expenditure that is directly 
related to the acquisition of the asset. When 
a significant part of property, plant and 
equipment has different usage life estimates, 
the relevant parts are accounted as separate 
assets.

Capitalisation threshold for property, plant 
and equipment is at the cost of RM2,000 per 
unit. When the asset is acquired through non-
exchange transaction, without any cost or 
nominal consideration, the asset is initially 
recognised at its fair value.

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3.4.	 Hartanah pelaburan 

terdiri daripada tanah dan bangunan yang 
dipegang bagi mendapatkan pulangan sewa 
jangka panjang atau untuk kenaikan modal atau 
kedua-duanya dan tidak diduduki sepenuhnya 
atau diduduki secara tidak signifikan.

Investment properties comprise of land and 
buildings that are held for long-term rental 
yields or for capital appreciation or both and 
are not fully or insignificantly occupied.

Investment properties are measured initially at 
cost that includes expenditure that is directly 
attributable to the acquisition of the relevant 
asset. Investment property acquired through 
non-exchange transaction is measured at its 
fair value on the date of acquisition.

Investment properties are subsequently 
measured at fair values with any changes 
therein recognised in profit or loss within the 
financial period.

Investment properties are derecognised when 
sold or ceased to be utilised and no economic 
benefits that will be acquired when disposed.

Any gains or losses from the disposal of 
investment property is recognised as surplus 
or deficit in the year of disposal.

When property, plant and equipment is 
transferred to investment property due to the 
change of its use, the difference on transfer 
date between carrying value before transfer 
and fair value of the asset is recognised 
directly in equity as revaluation of property, 
plant and equipment. However, if the fair value 
gain reverses the previous impairment loss, 
the gain is recognised as surplus or deficit. 

When the use of an investment property 
changes such that it is reclassified as 
property, plant and equipment or inventories, 
its fair value at the date of reclassification 
becomes its cost for subsequent accounting.

3.4.1.	 Fair value measurement method

The fair value of land and building are 
determined by Valuation and Property 
Services Department.
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Tanah

Land

Land was valued based on market value. 
Valuation method used is by comparing 
the market value of property in the similar 
area based on evidences of property’s sales 
and purchases. In this method, evidences 
of property’s sales and purchases will be 
analysed and adjusted accordingly to suit the 
difference factor on valued property that might 
influence the property’s value such as location, 
size, specific condition, shape, holding type, 
zoning and relevant criteria. 

Building

Fair value of building is determined by using the 
Depreciated Replacement Cost method. This 
method takes into account the obsolescence 
of the building in the calculation. The provision 
of depreciation will be based on factors such 
as the physical obsolescence, function, and 
economic value.

3.5.	 Intangible assets

Intangible assets acquired separately are 
initially recognised at cost. Following initial 
recognition, intangible assets are carried 
at cost less accumulated amortisation and 
accumulated impairment losses, if any.

The amortisation of intangible assets uses 
straight line method on cost value that can 
be amortised throughout the useful life period 
of asset.

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3.6.	 Peruntukan

3.6.	 Provision

A provision is recognised when LLM has 
current obligation (legal and constructive), as 
a result of past event and has the possibility 
that the outflow of resources involving 
economic benefits will be required to settle the 
obligation and the amount of the obligation 
can be estimated reliably.

Provisions are reviewed at each reporting 
date and adjusted to reflect the current best 
estimation.

3.7.	 Staff benefits

(a)	 Short term benefits

Employee benefits in respect of wages, 
salaries, bonuses, replacement of annual 
leave and sick leave are measured on an 
undiscounted basis and recognised as 
expenses in the year where the related service 
is provided by the employee.

(b)	 Long-term employee benefits and 
post-employment

There are two types of long-term employee 
benefits and post-employment staff benefits 
which are Cash award in lieu of Annual Leave 
(“GCR”) for staff and medical benefits for 
retirees and dependants (that fulfill prescribed 
qualification) paid after retirement. LLM does 
not allocate any special fund (plan asset) 
for long term and post-employment benefits 
provisions.

LLM recognised long-term employee benefits 
and post-employment staff benefits based on 
latest value of benefits obligation specified 
on date of reporting. Latest specified value 
of benefits obligation is valued every year by 
accredited and professional actuary by using 
discounted method on future repayment 
estimates. Gains or losses of actuarial 
evaluation is adjusted directly to LLM’s 
assets/(liabilities) or net equity.

Service cost and interest cost are recognised 
in statement of financial performance as 
expenses in the current year.
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(c)	 Pelan caruman tetap

Caruman dibuat kepada Kumpulan Wang 
Simpanan Pekerja (KWSP) bagi pegawai yang 
memilih skim KWSP dan Kumpulan Wang 
Persaraan (Diperbadankan) (KWAP) bagi 
pegawai yang memilih skim pencen.

3.8.	 Pindahan

Pindahan adalah termasuk geran, pelepasan 
hutang, denda, pusaka, hadiah, derma 
serta pemberian dalam bentuk barang dan 
perkhidmatan. Aset yang dipindah seperti 
inventori, hartanah, loji dan peralatan, hartanah 
pelaburan, aset tak ketara, instrumen kewangan 
termasuk tunai dan pindahan belum terima yang 
mematuhi takrif instrumen kewangan dan juga 
aset-aset lain diukur pada nilai saksama pada 
tarikh perolehan. Pindahan berkaitan dinyatakan 
seperti berikut:

(c)	 Fixed contribution plan

Contributions made to Employees Provident 
Fund (EPF) for staff who opt to the EPF 
scheme and Retirement Fund (Incorporated) 
(KWAP) for staff who opt to the pension 
scheme.

The contribution is considered as an expense 
in the Statement of Financial Performance 
when the related service has been performed.

3.8.	 Transfers

Transfers include grants, discharge of 
payables, fines, inheritance, gifts, donations 
and contributions in the form of goods 
and services. Transferred assets such as 
inventory, property, plant and equipment, 
investment property, non-tangible asset, 
financial instrument including cash and 
receivable transfer that comply with the 
definition of financial instrument and other 
assets valued on fair value on the date of 
acquisition. The related transfers are as 
follows:

(a)	 Unconditional Transfers

Unconditional transfer is directly recognised 
as assets and proceeds from non-exchange 
transaction for the relevant financial year.

(b)	 Conditional Transfers

Conditions on transferred assets will create 
latest obligation on transfers received. 
Conditional transfers such as research, 
training and highway development 
contributions monies, and government 
loans are recognised as assets and revenue 
to the extent of unrecognised liability and 
recognised liability to the extent of unfulfilled 
latest obligation.

(c)	 Transfer prepayment proceeds

Transfer prepayment proceeds such as 
highway development fund prior to a transfer 
arrangement becomes binding, recognised 
as prepayment proceeds of asset and 
liability. As LLM only carry out its duty as 
payment agent in full compliance of payment 
instruction issued by the government and no 
transfer arrangements binding the transfer, 
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pengaturan pemindahan yang mengikat

3.9.	 Impairment for non-financial assets 
Cash generating assets

Review is made whether there is an indication 
of impairment of the carrying value of non-
financial asset. If there is such indication, then 
the asset’s recoverable amount is estimated.

For the purpose of reviewing impairment, 
non-financial assets are grouped together 
into cash generating unit (UPT), which is the 
lowest level where cash flows can be identified 
separately.

The recoverable amount of an asset is the 
higher value of its fair value less costs to 
sell and its value in use. In assessing value 
in use, the estimated future cash flows are 
discounted to their present value using a pre-
tax discount rate that reflects current market 
assessments of the asset or UPT.

An impairment loss is recognised if the 
carrying amount of an asset or its related UPT 
exceeds its recoverable amount.

An impairment loss is reversed if there is a 
change in the estimates used to determine the 
recoverable amount since the recognition of 
the last impairment loss. An impairment loss 
is reversed only to the extent that the asset’s 
carrying amount does not exceed the carrying 
amount that would have been determined 
(net of depreciation or amortisation), if no 
impairment loss had been recognised. 
Reversals of impairment losses are credited 
to surplus or deficit in the financial year in 
which the reversals are recognised.

The fair value of financial instruments that 
are traded actively in organised financial 
markets is determined by reference to quoted 
market bid prices at the close of business on 
the reporting date. For financial instruments 
where there is no active market, fair value is 
determined by using valuation methods.

The methods includes using recent arm’s 
length market transactions, reference to 
the current fair value of another similar 
instrument, discounted cash flow analysis or 
other valuation models.

For non-financial asset, the fair value 
assessment takes into account a market 
participant’s ability to generate economic 
benefits by using the asset in its highest and 
best use or by selling it to another market 
participant that will use the asset in its highest 
and best use.

When measuring the fair value of an asset or 
a liability, LLM uses observable market data 
as far as possible. Fair values are categorised 
into different levels in a fair value hierarchy 
based on the input used in the valuation 
technique as follows:

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22.2	 Financial risk management objectives

LLM is exposed to financial risks that arise from 
operating activities and the usage of financial 
instruments.

(a) Interest rate risk

Interest rate risk is the risk of the fair value or 
future cash flows of LLM which will fluctuate 
due to changes in market interest rates.

LLM is exposed to interest rate from fixed 
deposits with licensed banks and financial 
institutions. Fixed deposits are placed at a 
competitive rate with the most favourable 
terms and conditions.

Fair value sensitivity analysis for fixed rate 
instruments

LLM does not account for fixed rate financial 
assets and liabilities at fair value through 
surplus or deficit. Therefore, interest rate 
changes at the end of the reporting year will 
not affect surplus or deficit.
