BAHAGIAN PENGURUSAN PROJEK

PROJECT MANAGEMENT DIVISION

Bertanggungjawab untuk memantau
peloksanaan pembinaan lebuh raya
baharu, naiktaraf lebuh raya, pembinaan
persimpangan bertingkat baharu atau
tertangguh dari peringkat awal selepas
perjanjian konsesi ditandatangani/ selaras
dengan ketetapan dalam perjanjian konsesi.
Bahagian ini juga menyelaras pemantauan
kerja-kerja pembinaan di tapak agar
mematuhi kelulusan rekabentuk, semakan
pelan pengurusan trafik, semakan aspek kualiti,
aspek alam sekitar, hal-hal luar jangka serta
aspek keselamatan di tapak bina berdasarkan
perjanjian konsesi, dokumen kontrak, piawaian
teknikal serta perundangan. Selanjutnya
bahagian ini juga melaksanakan proses dan
prosidur pembukaan lebuh raya, pengeluaran
Sijil Kesempurnaan Pembinaan Lebuh Raya
(SKPL) dan semakan lukisan terbina.

BAHAGIAN PERANCANGAN

PLANNING DIVISION

Bertanggungjawab merancang dan mengkaiji
jajaran lebuh raya selaras dengan kajian
perancangan pembangunan Kerajaan dan
menjalankan rundingan teknikal penswastaan
lebuh raya dengan menganggotai
jowatankuasa rundingan Kerajaan.
Mengadakan rundingan teknikal dengan
syarikat pencadang dan menyemak pelan
pembekuan koridor lebuh raya. Bahagian
ini juga menjalankan penilaian terhadap
projek penswastaan sebelum dan selepas
dilaksanakan bagi menentukan keberkesanan
sesuatu projek terhadap masyarakat dan
negara daripada aspek ekonomi, sosial dan
alam sekitar. Selain itu, bertanggungjawab
menyediakan panduan Toll Highway Traffic
Volume Malaysia (THTVM) bagi menilai mutu
perkhidmatan servis (Level of Service) bagi
jajaran lebuh raya bertol yang beroperasi
seterusnya melaksanakan pemantauan
terhadap pematuhannya berdasarkan terma
di dalam Perjanjian Konsesi.

Responsible for monitoring the implementation
of new highway construction,the upgrading of
highways, the construction of new or deferred
elevated interchanges from the preliminary
stage after the signing of concession
agreement / in line with the provisions set in
the concession agreement. This division also
coordinates the monitoring of construction
work on site to ensure compliance with design
approval, reviews of traffic management plan,
reviews of quality aspect and environment
aspect, reviews of unexpected matters and
security aspects on site based on concession
agreement, contract document, technical
standards and legal provisions. Further,
this division also implements processes
and procedures for highway opening, the
issuance of Highway Construction Completion
Certificate (SKPL) and review of construction
drawings.

Responsible for planning and reviewing
highway road alignments in line with the studies
on Government’s development planning, as
well as conduct technical negotiations on the
privatisation of highways by being a member of
the Government’s negotiation committee. The
Division also conducts technical negotiations
with proposing companies and reviews
highway corridor freeze plans. In addition, it
performs evaluation of privatisation projects
before and after they are implemented, in order
to determine the effectiveness of a project upon
society and the nation from economic, social
and environmental aspects. This division is
also responsible for providing the Toll Highway
Traffic Volume Malaysia (THTVM) guidelines to
assess the level of service for the alignment of
operational tolled highways, and implement
monitoring of its compliance, based on the
terms of the Concession Agreement.



BAHAGIAN PENGURUSAN REKABENTUK

DESIGN MANAGEMENT DIVISION

Bertanggungjawab dalam menyemak
Pelan Pengambilan Tanah (Seksyen 8, Akta
Pengambilan Tanah 1960), Laporan Ringkasan
Rekabentuk dan Lukisan Rekabentuk Terperinci
yang dikemukakan oleh syarikat konsesi atau
kontraktor turnkey bagi projek pembinaan
lebuh raya untuk kelulusan LLM. Skop yang
dilaksanakan adalah untuk memastikan
rekabentuklebuhrayamematuhistandarddan
piawaian yang termaktub di dalam perjanjian
konsesi, menepati ciri-ciri keselamatan dan
kelestarian alam sekitar bagi keselesaan
pengguna lebuh raya.

BAHAGIAN MEKANIKAL DAN ELEKTRIK

MECHANICAL AND ELECTRIC DIVISION

Bertanggungjawab mengurus kerja-kerja
berkaitan mekanikal dan elektrik bagi projek-
projek penswastaan lebuh raya atau turnkey
dan projek pembangunan tepilebuh raya dari
aspek perancangan, rekabentuk, pembinaan,
operasi dan penyenggaraan. Bahagian ini juga
merancang, mengurus dan mengawalselia
projek khusus seperti pertukaran teknologi
bagi sistem kutipan tol daripada sistem
sedia ada kepada sistem Radio Frequency
Identification (RFID) dan juga Multi Lane Free
Flow (MLFF) bagi semua lebuh raya bertol.
Selain itu, bertanggungjowab mengurus
dan mengawalselia kontrak penyenggaraan
mekanikal dan elektrik ibu pejabat dan Pusat
Pengurusan Trafik LLM. Bahagian ini turut
menjadi penasihat kepada pejabat-pejabat
wilayah bagi kerja-kerja berkaitan mekanikal
dan elektrik sekiranya diperlukan.

Responsible for reviewing the Land Acquisition
Plan (Section 8, Land Acquisition Act 1960),
Design Summary Report and Detailed Design
Drawing produced by the concessionaires
or turnkey contractors on the highway
construction projects for the approval of the
HAM. The scope implemented is to ensure
that the design of the highways comply with
the standards specified in the concession
agreements, fulfilling the safety features and
environmental sustainability requirements for

the comfort of highway users.

Responsible for managing mechanical
and electrical works for highway or turnkey
privatisation projects and highway roadside
development projects from the aspects of
planning, design, construction, operations
and maintenance. This Division also plans,
manages and regulates special projects such
as the technology change for toll collection
system from the existing system to the Radio
Frequency Identification (RFID) dan juga
Multi Lane Free Flow (MLFF) systems for all
toll highways. In addition, this division is also
responsible for managing and regulating
the mechanical and electrical maintenance
contracts for the HAM headquarters and
Traffic Management Centre. This Division also
functions as advisor to the regional offices for
mechanical and electrical works, if required.
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BAHAGIAN PEMANTAUAN OPERASI

OPERATIONAL MONITORING DIVISION

Bertanggungjawab dalam pemantauan
operasi dan penyenggaraan lebuh raya bertol
supaya sentiasa berada dalam keadaan
selamat dan selesa kepada pengguna selaras
dengan keperluan yang termaktub dalam
perjanjian konsesi dan garis panduan serta
manual yang diterbitkan oleh LLM. Bahagian
ini juga berperanan memantau operasi Pusat
Pengurusan Trafik sebagai pusat rujukan dan
penyebaran maklumat trafik di lebuh raya
bertol seluruh Malaysia.Bahagian Pemantauan
Operasi juga menyemak dan mengemaskini
serta membangunkan garis panduan dan
manual yang berkaitan dengan operasi dan
penyelenggaraan lebuh raya untuk panduan
syarikat konsesi. Selain itu, pembangunan tepi
lebuh raya bertol yang diwartakan sebagai
Jalan Persekutuan (Penguruson Persendirian)
turut diuruskan oleh bahagian ini yang mana
bidang kuasa mengawal pembangunan yang
melibatkan rezab lebuh raya sedia ada adalah
diperuntukkan kepada YB.

Responsible for monitoring the operation and
maintenance of toll highways to ensure safe
and comfortable conditions for users at all
times, in line with the requirements set out in the
concession agreement, as well as guidelines
and manuals published by the HAM. This Division
also monitors the operations of the Traffic
Management Centre as a point of reference
and the dissemination of traffic information at
toll highways across Malaysia. The Operational
Monitoring Division also reviews, updates, and
develops guidelines and manuals relating to
the operation and maintenance of highways to
serve as guidance for concessionaires. Apart
from that, the development of toll highway
roadsides, gazetted as Federal Roads (grivate
Management), is also managed by this division,
where the jurisdiction to control developments
involving existing highway reserves is given
to the Minister of Works in accordance with
Section 85 of the Road Transport Act 1987.

BAHAGIAN KHIDMAT PAKAR DAN KERJASAMA TEKNIKAL

EXPERT SERVICES AND TECHNICAL COOPERATION DIVISION

Bertanggungjawab memberi khidmat nasihat
teknikal berkaitan lebuh raya. Selain dari itu,
bahagian ini bertanggungjawab mengadakan
kerjasama dengan pihak-pihak lain dalom
penyelidikan dan pembangunan, perkongsian
kepakaran teknikal dan knowledge
transfer. Bahagian ini juga menguruskan
pembangunan atau semakan semula garis
panduan atau piawaian berkaitan lebuh raya
di Malaysia.Bahagian ini turut mengkoordinasi
pelaksanaan Malaysian Green Highway Index
(MyGHI) bagi lebuh raya di Malaysia.

Responsible for providing technical advisory
services related to highways. In addition, it
is responsible for fostering cooperation with
other parties in research and development, the
sharing of technical expertise and knowledge
transfer. It also manages the development
or revision of guidelines or standards related
to highways in Malaysia and coordinates
the implementation of the Malaysian Green
Highway Index (MyGHI) for highways in
Malaysia.




BAHAGIAN UKUR BAHAN DAN KONTRAK

QUANTITY SURVEYING AND CONTRACTS DIVISION

Bertanggungjawab di dalom menguruskan
pentadbiran kontrak perolehan Kerajaan
dan kontrak konsesi berdasarkan
peraturan dan perundangan kontrak yang
sedang berkuatkuasa. Bahagian ini juga
bertanggungjawab memastikan pengurusan
kontrak konsesi dipatuhi sepenuhnya oleh
pihak syarikat sebagaimana termaktub
di dalam perjanjian konsesi. Bagi kontrak
konsesi, Bahagian ini bertanggungjawab untuk
menyemak anggaran kos projek meliputi
capital expenditure (capex) dan operation
expenditure (opex) yang dikemukakan oleh
pihak syarikat, mengendali atau menyelaras
Bengkel Pengurusan Nilai (Value Management)
dan melaporkan penglibatan kontraktor
Bumiputera di dalam projek pembinaan lebuh
raya kepada KKR.

BAHAGIAN PENGAWASAN TOL

TOLL SURVEILLANCE DIVISION

Bahagian Pengawasan Tol bertanggungjawab
memantau pelaksanaan operasi sistem
kutipan tol, membuat semakan dan
pengesahan jumlah trafik dan hasil kutipan tol
sehingga kepada pengeluaran Sijil Verifikasi
Trafik dan Hasil Tol, Sijil Bayaran Pampasan,
Sijil Perkongsian Hasil Tol dan Sijil Sumbangan
Penyelidikan, Latihan Dan Pembangunan
Lebuh Raya. Bahagian ini juga berperanan
dalam memberi maklum balas berhubung
kenaikan, penangguhan kenaikan dan
penstrukturan semula kadar tol, pemansuhan
kutipan tol, jumlah dan kadar pertumbuhan
trafik di lebuh raya serta lain-lain maklumat
berkaitan tol. Selain itu, Bahagian Pengawasan
Tol juga turut memainkan peranan di dalam
proses penentuan dan penetapan kadar tol
sebelum ianya diwarta dan dilaksanakan.

Responsible for managing the administration
of Government procurement contracts and
concession contracts based on rules and
contractual provisions in force. This Division
is also responsible for ensuring that the
management of concession contracts is
fully complied with by the concessionaries
as stipulated in the concession agreement.
For concession contracts, this Division is
responsible for reviewing the project cost
estimates covering capital expenditure
(capex) and operation expenditure (opex)
submitted by the company, conducting or
coordinating the Value Management Workshop
and reporting to the Ministry of Works on the
involvement of Bumiputera contractors in the

highway construction projects.

The Toll Surveillance Division is responsible
for monitoring the implementation of the
toll revenue system, reviewing and verifying
the number of traffic and the amount of toll
revenue until the issuance of Traffic Verification
and Toll Revenue Certificate, Compensation
Payment Certificate, Toll Revenue Sharing
Certificate and Highway Research, Training
and Development Contribution Certificate.
This Division also functions to provide feedback
on the increase, postponement in increase,
and restructuring of toll rates, abolition of toll
collection, volume and growth rate of traffic,
as well as other information related to tolls.
In addition, the Toll Surveillance Division also
plays a role in the process of determining and
setting of toll rates before they are gazetted
and implemented.
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BAHAGIAN PENGURUSAN TANAH

LAND MANAGEMENT DIVISION

Bertanggungjawab dalam pengurusan hal-
hal pengambilan tanah berdasarkan Akta
Pengambilan Tanah 1960 bagi pembinaan
lebuh raya bertol bermula dari proses
permohonan Pelan Pengambilan Tanah
sehingga penyerahan tanah kepada syarikat
konsesi. Bahagian ini juga bertanggungjawab
dalam kerja-kerja ukur muktomad, perizaban
dan pewartaan lebuh raya di bawah Seksyen
62 Kanun Tanah Negara. Bahagian ini juga
menguruskan permohonan mendirikan
struktur paparan iklan di dalam rezab lebuh
raya dan pengurusan hartanah seperti aktiviti
sewaan atau pajakan tanah milik LLM dan
rezab lebuh raya.

BAHAGIAN SUMBER MANUSIA DAN KORPORAT

HUMAN RESOURCES AND CORPORATE DIVISION

Bertanggungjawab menguruskan hal-hal
berkaitan pengurusan sumber manusia
seperti perkhidmatan, perjawatan, dan
latihan. Bahagian ini juga bertanggungjawab
sebagai pemangkin imej korporat LLM serta
menguruskan komunikasi dan perhubungan
media iaitu hal ehwal korporat, penerbitan,
pengurusan pelanggan dan aduan. Selain itu,
bahagianini juga bertindak sebagai bahagian
utama yang menyelaras penyediaan
mesyuarat utama LLM serta memantau
pelaksanaan Pelan Strategik Organisasi,
Petunjuk Prestasi Utama, urus setia Parlimen,
urus setia pengurusan kualiti dan urus setia
aktiviti inspektorat. Bahagian ini juga memberi
khidmat sokongan pengurusan pentadbiran,
penyenggaraan bangunan, kemudahan
keselamatan, logistik dan pengurusan
kenderaan jabatan.

Bertanggungjawab terhadap pengurusan
perakaunan dan kewangan yang meliputi
pelaburan, terimaan dan pembayaran,
pengurusan perolehan bekalan dan
perkhidmatan serta pengurusan aset alih dan
aset tak alih.

Responsible for the management of land
acquisition matters in accordance with the
Land Acquisition Act 1960 for the construction
of toll highways, starting from the Land
Acquisition Plan application process until
the handover of land to the concessionaires.
This Division is also responsible for the final
survey, reservation and gazetting of highways
under Section 62 of the National Land Code.
This Division also manages applications to
construct advertisement board structures
along the highway reserves and carries out
property management such as rental activities
or leasing of land owned by the HAM and
highway reserves.

Responsible for managing matters related
to human resource management such as
services, staffing, integrity and training. This
Division is also responsible for boosting the
corporate image of the HAM and managing
communications and media relations,
namely corporate affairs, publications,
customer management and complaints
management. It is also the main division that
coordinates the preparations for HAM key
meetings and monitors the implementation
of the Organisational Strategic Plan, Key
Performance Indicators, Parliamentary
secretariat, quality management secretariat
and inspectorate activities secretariat. It
also provides support services in the areas
of administration management, building
maintenance, security facilities, logistics and
management of department vehicles.

Responsible for accounting and financial
management which includes investments,
receivables and payments, managing the
procurement of supplies and services, as well
as managing both movable and immovable
assets.



BAHAGIAN TEKNOLOGI MAKLUMAT

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY DIVISION

Bertanggungjawab dalam merancang,
memperkukuh dan memperkasa prasarana
dan sumber ICT dalam menyokong visi dan
misi LLM dalam aspek penyediaan infrastruktur
ICTyangmampan kepada pengguna dalaman
dan luaran LLM, pemerkasan pengurusan ICT
serta keselamatan ICT di seluruh LLM dalam
penyampaian maklumat kepada pengguna
dan penyediaan perkhidmatan sokongan
teknikal bagi sistem aplikasiyang dibangunkan
di LLM.

Responsible for the planning, strengthening
and enhancing of ICT facilities and resources
in support of the vision and mission of the HAM.
This is carried out by providing ICT infrastructure
that is sustainable for both internal and
external users of the HAM, and by empowering
the ICT management and security in the HAM
in its entirety, in terms of delivery of information
to users and the provision of technical support
services for application systems developed by

the HAM.

Responsible for providing quality legal advice
in accordance with the Federal Constitution,
and ensuring that the rights and interests of
the HAM are always protected.

Internal Audit is an independent function that
provides assurance and objective consultation
services to add value and enhance the
organisational operation level, helping the
organisation to reach its goals through a
systematic and disciplined approach in
evaluating and determining the effectiveness
of all controls and governance processes. It
is also responsible for conducting financial
management audits and performance audits
through assessment of the organisation’s
activities, to determine whether its goals have
been met and whether its resources have
been used in a prudent, efficient and effective
manner. Internal Audit is also responsible for
reporting the outcome of audits to the Director
General and monitoring the follow-up actions
taken by the management on matters raised,
as well as presenting the Internal Audit Report
in Audit Committee Meetings.

PEJABAT-PEJABAT WILAYAH

REGIONAL OFFICES

Pejabat-pejabat wilayah terdiri daripada
Wilayah Tengah, Utara, Selatan dan Timur.
Pejabat Wilayah bertanggungjowab dalam
pemantauan dan pengawalselioan ke atas
kerja-kerja penyenggaraan, operasi dan naik
taraf lebuh raya oleh syarikat konsesi supaya
lebuh raya sentiasa dalam keadaan berkualiti,
selamat dan selesa kepada pengguna
lebuh raya. Selain itu, Pejabat Wilayah juga
bertanggungjowab memantau pelaksanaan
kerja-kerja pembangunan tepi lebuh raya
antaranya seperti pembinaan akses baharu,
kemudahan utiliti, semakan teknikal dan
pelaksanaan pemasangan paparaniklan serta
penggunaan tanah lebuh raya di dalam Right
of Way lebuh raya yang sedang beroperasi.

Nota: Setiap Bahagian dan Pejabat Wilayah
juga bertanggungjawab ke atas pengurusan
aduan awam dan memastikan Sistem
Pengurusan Kualiti Menyeluruh dilaksanakan.

The Integrity Unit (Ul) serves as a focal point
to manage integrity-related issues within the
HAM by implementing six key functions namely
Governance, Integrity Enhancement, Detection
and Verification, Complaints Management,
Compliance and Discipline. The Ul is
responsible for managing and implementing
initiatives towards the institutionalisation of
integrity, prevention, compliance, detection
of misconduct and punitive actions in a more
focused, planned, efficient and optimal way.
The Ul also plays a role in empowering a
culture of superior work practices with strong
moral and ethical elements that lead to
increased patriotism, which can in turn curb
criminal misconduct and prevent breach of
the organisation’s code of conduct and ethics.

Regional offices comprise the Central, Northern,
Southern and Eastern Regions, responsible for
the monitoring and regulation of maintenance
works, operations and upgrading of highways
by concessionaires, to ensure that the
highways are always of good condition, and
are safe and comfortable for highway users.
In addition, the Regional Offices are also
responsible for monitoring the implementation
of highway roadside development works,
such as the construction of new access, utility
facilities, technical review and execution of
advertisement board installation, as well as
the use of highway land in the Right of Way of
operating highways.

Note: Each Division and Regional Office is also
responsible for the management of public
complaints and ensuring the implementation
of Comprehensive Quality Management
System.

Seperti semua sedia maklum, pelaksanaan
Multi Lane Fast Flow (MLFF) merupakan
‘the future of tolling and travelling’ selaras
dengan ‘Blueprint Intelligent Transportation
System’Kementerian Kerja Raya. Kebanyakan
negara, termasuk negara jiran kita iaitu
Thailand, sudah beralih kepada sistem MLFF.
Maka adalah amat penting untuk Malaysia
turut mengaplikasikan MLFF supaya negara
kita tidak ketinggalan dari segi teknologi.
MLFF akan memberi impak positif terhadap
isu kesesakan yang kini semakin meruncing
terutamanya di kawasan plaza tol dan sering
kali melimpah sehingga ke mainline. Melalui
pelaksanaan MLFF, pengguna tidak lagi
perlu memberhentikan atau memperlahan
kenderaan untuk membuatbayarantol. Selain
itu, MLFF akan menambah baik pengalaman
pengguna melalui transaksi pembayaran
tol yang lebih cepat dan efisien serta dapat
memelihara alam sekitar daripada pelepasan
karbon yang berlebihan akibat kesesakan
trafik di plaza tol.

Pada masa kini, pelaksanaan MLFF masih
berada dalam  peringkat  koordinasi/
perbincangan bersama syarikat konsesi dan
syarikat pencadang bagi menyelaraskan
struktur tadbir urus tersebut. LLM bersama
syarikat konsesi dan rakan strategik akan
memberikan sepenuh komitmen dalam
proses memuktamadkan struktur tadbir
urus ini demi memberikan perkhidmatan
yang terbaik untuk pengguna lebuh raya di
Malaysia.

Tahun 2023 telah pun melabuhkan tirainya.
LLM menyambut baik usaha Kerajaan MADANI
untuk menjadikan sesuatu pelaksanaan itu
lebih manusiawi, yang sentiasa ditambah
baik menerusi musyawarah dan maklum
balas rakyat.

As we are all aware, the implementation of
the Multi Lane Fast Flow (MLFF) is the future of
tolling and travelling, in line with the Ministry
of Work’s Blueprint Intelligent Transportation
System. Most nations, including our
neighbouring  country,  Thailand, have
transitioned to the MLFF system. Thus, it is very
important for Malaysia to also apply the MLFF
system so that our country is not left behind in
terms of technology. MLFF will have a positive
impact on the increasingly pressing issue
of congestion, especially at toll plaza areas,
often spilling to the mainline. Through the
implementation of MLFF, users will no longer
have to stop or slow down their vehicles to
make toll payments. Additionally, MLFF will
also improve users’ experience through faster
and more efficient toll payment transactions,
and contribute towards protecting the
environment from excessive carbon release
due to traffic congestion at toll plazas.

Currently, the implementation of MLFF
is still in coordination/discussion stage
with  concessionaires  and  proposing
companies working to coordinate the
governance structure. The HAM, together with
concessionaires and its strategic partners,
will give full commitment to the process
of finalising this governance structure, to
provide the best services to highway users in
Malaysia.

The year 2023 has already come to a close.
The HAM welcomes the effort put in by the
MADANI government to humanise any form
of implementation, which s constantly
improved through consultation and feedback
from the people. Throughout 2023, we have
achieved several wins due to the effort and
cooperation of all parties. As we are all aware,
two of the HAM'’s achievements have been
listed as the Ministry of Works’ main successes
under the Bitara MADANI Program. The
first achievement is the Open Payment Toll
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Secara Pembayaran Terbuka (SPT). SPT telah
diperkenalkan bagi memberi kemudahan
kepada pengguna lebuh raya membuat
bayaran tol menggunakan kad debit, kad
kredit dan kad prabayar yang dipautkan
pada skim pembayaran MyDebit, Visa atau
Mastercard, sekali gus memberi alternatif
baharu kepada kaedah pembayaran tol sedia
ada. Pada 29 September 2023, YB Menteri
Kerja Raya telah melancarkan pelaksanaan
SPT bagi 11 lebuh raya yang terpilih.

Pencapaian kedua  yang tersenarai
dalam Program Bitara MADANI KKR ialah
penambahbaikan dan penambahan tempat
teduhan penunggang motosikal (motorcycle
shelter) di lebuh raya bertol. Fokus utama
program ini adalah untuk memastikan
infrastruktur yang dibangunkan di sepanjang
lebuh raya dapat memberikan keselesaan
dan keselaomatan kepada semua kategori
pengguna lebuh raya, terutamanya kepada
penunggang motosikal yang merupakan
pengguna yang paling rentan dari segi
risiko keselomatan. KKR menerusi LLM,
dengan kerjasama syarikat konsesi lebuh
raya, telah membina dan menambah baik
kesemua 119 tempat teduhan penunggang
motosikal  baharu  sebagai  tambahan
kepada 353 tempat teduhan motosikal
sedia ada. Daripada keseluruhan 119 lokasi
baharu tersebut, 40 lokasi telah disiapkan
pada tahun 2023, manakala 79 lokasi lagi
dijadualkan siap pada tahun 2024. Saya
ingin - mengambil kesempatan ini untuk
mengucapkan setinggi-tinggi penghargaan
atas keprihatinan syarikat-syarikat konsesi
dalam penambahan tempat teduhan untuk
penunggang motosikal. Saya berharap agar
golongan rentan ini dapat memanfaatkan
kemudahan ini sepenuhnya demi
keselamatan bersama.

Pihak KKR bersama LLM dan syarikat konsesi
lebuh raya sentiasa komited menyokong
kerajoan dalam usaha menjadikan Malaysia
sebuah negara rendah karbon dengan
penambahan lebih banyak stesen pengecas

Collection  System  (SPT), which was
introduced to provide highway users with the
convenience of making toll payments using
debit cards, credit cards and prepaid cards
linked to the MyDebit, Visa or Mastercard
payment schemes, simultaneously providing
new alternatives to existing toll payment
methods. On 29 September 2023, the Minister
of Works launched the implementation of SPT
for 11 selected highways.

The second achievement listed in the Ministry
of Work’s Bitara MADANI Program is the
upgrading and addition of more motorcycle
shelters at toll highways. The main focus of this
program is to ensure that the infrastructures
developed along the highway are able to
provide comfort and safety to all categories
of highway users, especially motorcyclists
who are the most vulnerable users in terms
of safety risks. The Ministry of Works, through
the HAM and with the cooperation of highway
concessionaires, have built and upgraded all
119 new motorcycle shelters, in addition to 353
existing motorcycle shelters. Out of the said 119
new locations, 40 locations were completed
in year 2023, whilst another 79 locations are
scheduled to be completed in year 2024. |
would like to take this opportunity to express
my immense gratitude to the concessionaries
for their consideration in increasing the
number of shelters for motorcyclists. It is my
hope that this vulnerable segment can make
full use of this facility for the safety of all.

The Ministry of Works, together with the
HAM and the highway concessionaires, are
always committed to supporting the
government’s efforts to make Malaysia a
low carbon nation, with the addition of more



pantas Kenderaan Elektrik (EV) di sepanjang
lebuh raya pada masa hadapan. Pada tahun
2023, terdapat 21 poin pengecas pantas
kenderaan elektrik yang beroperasi di lebuh
raya kendalian PLUS Berhad di Lebuhraya
Utara-Selatan (LUS) dan Lebuhraya Pantai
Timur Fasa 2 (LPT 2).

Kerajaan juga memandang berat
permasalahan yang dihadapi oleh pengguna
lebuh raya yang telah dikenakan tol tetapi
masih lagi mengalami kesesakan yang teruk
berikutan reka bentuk lebuh raya yang tidak
dapat menampung aliran trafik sebenar.
Justeru, sebagai inisiatif dan usaha untuk
melancarkan trafik pada waktu puncak, LLM
serta PLUS telah melaksanakan pengaktifan
lorong ‘Smartlane’ bagi menambah kapasiti
lorong sedia ada di lebuh raya. Pengaktifan
‘smart lane’ ini dilaksanakan bergantung
pada keadaan trafik semasa dengan
kerjasoma dan pemantauan Polis Diraja
Malaysia, Jabatan Pengangkutan Jalan serta
petugas Lebuhraya PLUS di lokasi.

Sebagai agensi kerajaan yang menyelaras
serta mengawal selia pembangunan dan
pengurusan lebuh raya bertol di Malaysia,
LLM sangat menitikberatkan aspek
keselaomatan dan keselesaan pengguna
ketika menggunakan kemudahandi
sepanjang lebuh raya. Oleh itu, KKR dan LLM
akan terus memastikan kawasan rehat dan
rawat (R&R) yang dibina di sepanjang lebuh
raya memenuhi keperluan para pengguna
lebuh raya dengan menyediakan pelbagai
kemudahan yang selesa dan selamat.
Seiring dengan agenda kelestarian negara,
KKR dan LLM juga komited memastikan R&R
direka bentuk dengan mengambil kira aspek
keselamatan dan kelestarian alam sekitar.

Pada pertengahan tahun 2023, R&R Seremban
(Arah Selatan) di KM274.4 telah dinaik taraf
dengan pembinaan semula reka bentuk dan
struktur bangunan dengan menggunakan
teknologi hijau dan mengaplikasikan amalan
kitar semula yang menyumbang ke arah

fast charging stations for Electric Vehicles
(EV) along the highways in the future. In year
2023, there were 21 fast charging points made
available for EVs operating on highways
operated by PLUS Berhad on the North-South
Expressway and the East Coast Expressway
Phase 2.

The Government also takes seriously the
difficulties faced by highway users who are
required to make toll payments and yet still
suffer from bad traffic congestion due to the
highway design which makes it unable to
accommodate real traffic flow. Thus, as part
of the initiatives and efforts taken to improve
traffic flow during peak times, the HAM and
PLUS have implemented the activation of the
Smartlane to increase the capacity of existing
lanes on the highway. The activation of smart
lane is implemented depending on current
traffic conditions, with the cooperation and
supervision of the Royal Malaysia Police, the
Road Transport Department and the PLUS
Highway workers on location.

As a government agency which coordinates
and regulates the development and
management of toll highways in Malaysia,
the HAM pays close attention to the aspects
of users’ safety and comfort in using the
facilities along the highways. Thus, the Ministry
of Works and the HAM will continue to ensure
that rest areas (R&R) built along the highways
are able to fulfil the needs of highway users
by providing various facilities which are safe
and comfortable to use. In tandem with the
nation’s sustainability agenda, the Ministry
of Works and the HAM are also committed to
ensure that the R&Rs are designed to take into
account aspects of safety and environmental
sustainability.

In mid-2023, the Seremban R&R (South
Bound) at KM274.4 was upgraded with
the reconstruction of design and building
structure, using green technology and
applying recycling practices that contribute
towards a more sustainable highway
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ekosistem lebuh raya yang lebih lestari. Bagi
menyokong industri EV di negara ini, PLUS
menyasarkan penyediaan 100 Direct Current
Fast Chargers (DCFC) menjelang tahun
2025, berbanding sebanyak 22 DCFC yang
beroperasi pada ketika ini bagi semua lebuh
raya di bawah kendalian PLUS Berhad.

Akhir kata, saya yakin bahawa LLM mampu
mempertingkatkan  industri  lebuh  raya
di Malaysia untuk menjadi lebih baik dan
sistematik pada masa akan datang. Saya
juga ingin mengambil kesempatan ini untuk
merakamkan setinggi-tinggi penghargaan
dan ribuan terima kasih kepada pengurusan
dan seluruh warga LLM di atas kerjasama
serta kejayaan yang dicapai sepanjang tahun
2023.

Up to the end of 2023, the HAM has regulated
five highways that are still in construction
stage and 33 highways which are in operation,
covering a total distance of 2,080.59 km.

The HAM monitors accident reports through
the Malaysian Highway Road Accident Analysis
and Database System (MHROADS), which are
recorded daily by the concessionaires into
the MHROADS. The total number of accidents
for the period between January to December
2023 was 23216 cases. The number of
accidents has increased by 13.5% compared
to the same period in 2022. The number
of fatalities has also recorded an increase
of 17.5% compared to the previous year.
Comparisons of the numbers of accidents,
fatalities, and injuries recorded for 2022 and
2023 are as shown in Table 6 below.

In 2023, the highest number of accident cases
was recorded on the North-South Expressway
for the category of closed toll highway system
with 10,788 cases compared to 10,520 cases in
2022. As for the category of open toll highway
system, the highest number of accidents
was recorded on the Kuala Lumpur-Karak
Highway (KLK) with 1,253 cases compared to
1,259 cases in 2022.

The significant increase in the number of
accidentcasesonthe North-South Expressway
(LUS) in 2023 compared to in 2022 was due
to the increased percentage of vehicles that
use the North-South Expressway. The 5.64%
increase corresponded to the 487 million
vehicles recorded in 2023 (source: Monthly
Traffic and Toll Revenue Report) compared
to only 461 million in 2022 (source: Traffic
Verification Certificate and Toll Revenue). The
increased accident rate was indirectly due to,
among other factors, the increasing number
of vehicles on the North-South Expressway.

Two highways recorded zero fatalities,
namely, the Stormwater Management and
Road Tunnel (SMART) and the Setiawangsa-
Pantai Expressway (SPE). The lowest number
of fatality cases was recorded on the



Ampang  (AKLEH), Lebuhraya Bertingkat
Sungai Besi-Ulu Klang (SUKE) dan Lebuhraya
Bertingkat Damansara-Shah Alam (DASH),
iaitu masing-masing satu kematian sahaja.

The main factors that
have led to these accidents were humans,
vehicles, and environmental factors. Following
the accident analysis, several locations
have been categorised as accident-prone
locations. Accidents that have occurred in
these areas recorded weightage points that
exceeded 15 points based on the type of
accident, namely, fatal, severe, and minor,
as well as damages to vehicles or highway
assets. These mitigation actions were
implemented to ensure that the level of safety
on the highway can be increased, thereby,
reducing the risk of accidents and injuries to
highway users.

The
selection criteria for the 10 accident-prone
locations included taking into account the
high number of accidents recorded each
year, the high amount of traffic using the
highway in question, and the high number
of fatal accidents recorded in the area. The
number of accidents that occurred in 2022
has been used as a guide. The list of locations
and related mitigation actions is as shown in
Table 9.

Based on the analysis of the accident data
in Table 10, Table 1I, and Table 12, the overall
number of accidents has decreased by
more than 50%, as per the target set in the
implemented mitigation actions. As for
mitigation actions that did not achieve the
target of 50% reduction in accident rates, the
accident data for the 10 accident locations
will be reviewed. The purpose of this review
is to identify accident locations that have
not successfully address accident causes
through the mitigation actions that have
been implemented. Subsequently, proposals
for improving the existing mitigation
actions for these accident locations will be
implemented, and they will be re-listed as
accident locations for the following year. This
action will be performed until the target of

modular fast charging system in Malaysia.
Additionally, three modular fast charging
locations, namely, the Behrang Lay-by (South
Bound), Senawang Lay-by (North Bound),
and Senawang Lay-by (South Bound)
are currently under construction, and are
expected to be completed in the second
quarter of 2024.

Furthermore, the KKR and the HAM have
targeted 30 more fast charging points to
be built in 2024 to continue promoting the
development of EVCS technology.

The provision of shelters for motorcyclists is an
initiative of the Ministry of Works (KKR) and the
Highway Authority Malaysia (HAM) under the
umbrella of the Bitara Malaysia Madani KKR
initiative to ensure the safety of motorcyclists
seeking shelter during bad weather on the
highway. This initiative provides this facility to
motorcyclists, who are the most vulnerable
users and mostly low-income earners.

This programme has been listed as one
of the Bitara Madani KKR initiatives for the
toll highway industry, which involves joint
efforts by the KKR, HAM, and all highway
concessionaires in an effort to ensure that the
infrastructures built along the highway can
provide comfort and safety to all categories
of highway users.

The addition of 119 new locations for
motorcycle shelters along the highway has
been proposed by the concessionaires.
Among these, 40 new shelters have been
completed in 2023, as shown in Table 14
below. In addition, 79 new motorcycle
shelters will be built in 2024. Meanwhile, 353
existing motorcycle shelters will be improveqd,
if necessary, by the concessionaires for
safety and comfort purposes. The target of
completing new motorcycle shelters has
been achieved in 2023. Continued efforts
will be made to complete new motorcycle
shelters in 2024.

This increase of 10.75% was influenced by the
full opening of new highways, such as the
Setiawangsa - Pantai Expressway (SPE), the
Sungai Besi — Ulu Kelang Elevated Expressway
(SUKE), and the Damansara — Shah Alam
Elevated Expressway (DASH). A significant
increase in traffic can also be seen on
the North-South Expressway (PLUS), which
recorded an increase of 74.59 million traffic
equivalent to 16.15% due to the increase in
the number of vehicles, especially during the
festive season.

Detailed information on the comparison of
total traffic between 2022 and 2023 for the
33 toll highways is as shown in Table 15, while
a comparison of the trends of traffic volume
changes is shown in Graph 5.

The
implementation of the SPT provides an
alternative toll payment method for highway
users, with the use of debit cards, credit
cards, or prepaid cards that are linked to
the MyDebit and Mastercard / Visa payment
schemes. The implementation of the SPT also
acts as an early preparation for the transition
towards the implementation of the Multi
Lane Fast Flow (MLFF) toll collection system.
Throughout 2023, a total of 85 lanes in 30 toll
plazas involving 11 open toll system highways
have successfully implemented the SPT..

As of the end of 2023, the SPT, which only
involves Class 1 private vehicles, has recorded
4.38 million toll payment transactions or 0.23%
of the total daily transactions. The Ministry of
Works and the Highway Authority Malaysia are
still actively promoting the implementation of
this new payment mode to encourage the
use of the SPT among highway users.

The list of highways involved in this
implementation is shown in Table 16 and the
analysis results of the total traffic that use the
SPT are as shown in Table 17..

Pengguna lebuh raya diberikan beberapa
alternatif mod pembayaran bagi kutipan tol di
setiap plaza seperti RFID, SPT, SMART TAG dan
Touch 'n Go. Pada tahun 2023, pengguna lebih
cenderung menggunakan mod pembayaran
secara Touch n Go yang mencatat peratusan
penggunaan tertinggi, iaitu  sebanyak
55.36%. SmartTag juga telah mencatatkan
peratusan kedua tertinggi, iaitu sebanyak
26.04%, manakala mod pembayaran
RFID mencatatkan sebanyak 18.38%. Mod
pembayaran SPT yang telah diperkenalkan
bermula Ogos 2023 bagi 11 lebuh raya pula
telah mencatatkan penggunaan sebanyak

Highway users are given several alternative
payment modes for toll collection at each
toll plaza, such as RFID, SPT, SMART TAG, and
Touch ‘n Go. In 2023, users were more inclined
to use the Touch 'n Go payment mode, which
recorded the highest usage percentage of
55.36%. The SmartTag recorded the second
highest usage percentage of 26.04%, while
the RFID payment mode recorded 18.38%.
The SPT payment mode that was introduced
in August 2023 for 11 highways has recorded
usage percentage of 0.23% of the total use of
these payment modes.

Pelaksanaan penarafan Indeks Lebuhraya
Hijau Malaysia atau Malaysian Green Highway
Index (MyGHI) oleh Lembaga Lebuhraya
Malaysia (LLM) bukan hanya sekadar satu
langkah, tetapi merupakan titik tolak penting
dalam menyokong dan mewujudkan Dasar
dan Polisi Teknologi Hijau Negara serta Pelan

Dengan wujudnya MyGHI, bukan sahaja
dapat mengurangkan kadar pengeluaran
gas rumah hijau sebanyak 40% daripada
kadar tahun 2005, tetapi pelaksanaan MyGHI
juga memberi sumbangan yang signifikan
dalam mengatasi masalah  peningkatan
intensiti karbon yang biasanya terkait dengan
pembangunan infrastruktur lebuh raya.

The implementation of the Malaysian
Green Highway Index (MyGHI) rating by the
Highway Authority Malaysia (HAM) is not
just a small step, but an important starting
point in supporting and creating the National
Green Technology Policy and the Malaysian
Sustainable Development Strategic Plan
2013-2050.

The implementation of MyGHI not only could
reduce greenhouse gas emissions by 40%
from the 2005 rate, but its implementation
can also make a significant contribution in
addressing the problem of increasing carbon
intensity that is usually associated with the
development of highway infrastructures.

Therefore, the MyGHI rating is not just a
proactive step, but also a planned and
meticulous effort in achieving the goal
of Sustainable Transportation, as well as
promoting awareness and the involvement
of industry players in environmental
sustainability and sustainable development
efforts.

The Green Highway Index is developed based
on five main categories, with a breakdown of
element scores, as shown in Figure 2 :-

The first cycle of MyGHI ratings began in 2016
and ended in 2020, which is a 5-year interval.
The MyGHI rating achievements for this first
cycle have been used as a benchmark for
green implementation by each highway.
During this period, a total of 44 highway
alignments or sections in operation and 5
highways under construction have been
awarded the MyGHI ratings. On average,
the percentage of achievement by element
breakdown for the first round of ratings is as
shown in Chart 3 below.

Penilaian
tersebut bermula pada tahun 2021, dengan
lima lebuh raya telah dinilai semula. Pada
tahun 2022 pula tujuh lebuh raya dinilai
semula.

Reassessmentofthe MyGHIratingis carried out
every 5 years. The assessment began in 202,
with five highways being reassessed. Then, in
2022, seven highways were reassessed. These
assessments were performed based on the
same sequence as the first cycle and will end
in 2025. The five-year interval was chosen
based on the feasibility of the concessionaires,
in terms of financial allocation and
assessment of the effectiveness of the
green element achievements against the
improvements made by the concessionaires.
Such reassessments offer the opportunity for
the concessionaires to adopt new methods,
in line with the elements listed in the MyGHI
manual. In addition, these concessionaires
would have the opportunity to improve their
level of green initiative achievements for
respective highways under their supervision.

The purpose of the
ITP is to foster knowledge-seeking culture
and to sharpen existing skills, in addition to
practicing a creative, open, and innovative
organisational culture, while creating a
conducive organisational structure.

In accordance with the Human Resources
Services Circular (PPSM), which came into
effectoniJanuary 2022, the HAM management
has determined a training target of at least
40 hours per year that must be followed by all
HAM officials and staff.

The HAM management has also decided
that the intensive trainings that have been
implemented in 2021 will be continued
because these trainings are a focused
learning process through comprehensive
and systematic training. The selected officials
will be trained and guided by competent,
knowledgeable and experienced instructors
to produce knowledgeable officials, who
are skilled in the related fields and able to
contribute to the organisation.

Between January and December 2023,
training implementations at the HAM have

Lebuhraya Bertingkat Sungai Besi — Ulu
Kelang (SUKE) yang dibina sepanjang
24.4km merentasi Lebuhraya KESAS, Bukit
Jalil di Selatan, ke Jalan Lingkaran Tengah 2
(MRR2), Ulu Kelang di Utara. Pembinaannya
bagi mengurangkan kesesakan lalu lintas
terutamanya pada waktu puncak di sebelah
pagi dan petang, di kedua-dua arah
sepanjang MRR2 sejauh 57.7 km termasuk
susur persimpangan.

Lebuhraya SUKE merupakan antara projek di
bawah inisiatif perkongsian Awam-Swasta
(PPP) yang dipacu oleh Program Transformasi
Ekonomi (ETP). Projek ini adalah antara 53
projek yang berimpak tinggi di bawah ETP
yang bermatlamat untuk mencipta peluang
pekerjaan dan perniagaan serta kegiatan
ekonomi kepada penduduk Kuala Lumpur dan

The Sungai Besi — Ulu Kelang Elevated
Expressway (SUKE) was built measuring a
distance of 24.4 km across the KESAS Highway,
Bukit Jalil in the South, to the Middle Ring
Road 2 (MRR2), Ulu Kelang in the North. Its
construction was intended to reduce traffic
congestion especially during peak times in
the mornings and evenings, in both directions
along the MRR2 for a distance of 57.7 km,
including interchanges and intersections. The
fully completed SUKE Highway has 14 elevated
interchanges, three toll plazas, two lay-bys,
and one Rest Area (R&R). This highway has
three two-way lanes with a width of 3.5 m for
every lane, and a dedicated emergency lane
having a width of 3 m.

The construction of the SUKE Highway began in
August 2016 and the highway was fully opened
on 20 October 2023, incurring a total cost of
RMb5.7 bilion. The target of average daily traffic
(ADT) for SUKE Highway is 80,000 vehicles in
a day. In terms of its structure, 90% of the
highway is elevated and 10% is at ground level.

The SUKE Highway is among the projects under
the Public-Private Partnership (PPP) initiative,
propelled by the Economic Transformation
program (ETP). It is among the 53 high
impact projects under the ETP which aims
to create job and business opportunities as
well as economic activities for the residents of
Kuala Lumpur and Klang Valley. A total of 248

The SUKE Highway is among the alternative
routes for the MRR2.

Yew by 12%.

The SUKE Highway also provides infrastructures
which enable interconnectivity with other
highways and main roads, among them are
KESAS, KL-Seremban, BESRAYA, Cheras-Kajang
Expressway (CKE), MRR2, and AKLEH. Such
facilities can ensure that users will experience
smoother and more effective journeys.
The SUKE Highway has a design which
demonstrates uniqueness and the miracles
of engineering. It has the highest highway
bridge structure (Segmented Box Girder
(SBG) elevated bridge) at a height of 56.4 m,
across the Sungai Besi-Kajang (SBK) and the
Cheras-Kajang Expressway (CKE) MRT Routes
that has received recognition of the Malaysia
Book of Records. This highway also has the
first helicoidal ramp in Malaysia located at
the Cheras-Kajang Interchange, which has
also been recognised by the Malaysia Book
of Records and won the Dynamic Design
Highway Award by the HAM. The toll plazas
are constructed with a new canopy design as
preparation to implement the Multi Lane Free
Flow (MLFF) toll system in the future.

Its split structure and the L-shaped precast
structure design nearby the Ampang River was
intended to ensure that sunlight can penetrate
through both structures and also to encourage
the growth of aquatic life.

The SUKE highway is equipped with 40
CCTVs, 22 emergency phones and 22 video
incident detection systems (VIDS) installed on
integrated columns.

In the opening ceremony,
the SPE Highway was also awarded two more
Malaysia Book of Records award, which is for
the Longest Ground Elevated Flyover Structure
(20.686 km) in Malaysia and Longest (Two-
Way) Two-Storey Bridge Structure on One
Column (2.104 km) in Malaysia. Thus, the SPE
highway officially holds three Malaysia Book
of Records records, to date. This recognition
serves as evidence that the SPE highway
has its own uniqueness compared to other
equivalent highways.

The successful construction and opening
of the SPE Highway has resulted in it being
one of the longest elevated highways in
the city of Kuala Lumpur. The process of
construction until its completion has involved
many difficulties and challenges. Among the
challenges faced during the construction of
the SPE highway was to comply with the SOP
of the Movement Control Order (MCO) during
the COVID-19 pandemic. In addition, there was

Previously, the construction of elevated
highways across the city centre which would
cut across main roads was considered to
be close to impossible. Nevertheless, the
concessionaire Lebuhraya DUKE Fasa 3 Sdn.
Bhd. (LDF3) managed to pull it off. Now, traffic
users are able to enjoy shorter journey time
of less than 30 minutes when using the SPE
highway from Kerinchi to Taman Melati. Access
from the city centre (and vice versa) to other
main route areas, such as the Middle Ring
Road 2 (MRR 2), Jalan Genting Klang, KLCC,
Bukit Bintang, Jalan Tun Razak, Bangsar South,
Petaling Jaya, Cheras, Kajang dan others is
also made easier and more comfortable. The
SPE highway also connects users with other
highways such as DUKE, AKLEH and SPRINT.

The SPE highway is an elevated highway with
three lanes covering a distance of 20.7 km
with construction costs amounting to RM3.738
billion. This highway alignment is divided into
4 sections, namely Section 1 (Kerinchi-Salak),
Section 2 (Salak-Pandan), Section 3 (Pandan-
Setiawangsa) and Section 4 (Setiawangsa-
Taman Melati).

Lebuh Raya Pesisiran Pantai Barat E32 (LPPB),
better known as the West Coast Expressway

This highway, covering a distance of 233 km
long (involving 172 km in Perak) will be the
third longest highway after the North-South
Expressway and the East Coast Expressway.
The construction project for the WCE is divided
according to sections as set out in Table I, as
follows:

Seperti kebanyakan operasi lebuh raya
lain, Lebuhraya LPPB juga telah terjejas oleh
COVID-19, terutamanya semasa Perintah
Kawalan Pergerakan (PKP) yang bermula 18
Mac 2020. Ini telah memberi kesan yang ketara
kepada jumlah trafik di jajaran lebuh raya
yang telah dibuka, disebabkan oleh sekatan
perjalanan yang dikenakan. Aktiviti pembinaan
yang tidak dapat dijalankan dengan skala
penuh, juga telah mengakibatkan kelewatan
dalam pembinaannya. Namun begitu, isu-isu
ini telah diberi pertimbangan yang sewajarnya
dan telah diberikan Lanjutan Masa (EOT) untuk
menyelesaikan kerja-kerja tertangguh akibat
PKP.

Lebuhraya LPPB juga menyediakan
kemudahan dan perkhidmatan seperti
kawasan rehat & rawat (R&R), hentian sebelah,
sistem pengawasan kawalan trafik 24 jam,
perkhidmatan rondaan lebuh raya 24 jam dan
telefon kecemasan (disediakan setiap 2 km).

Status kemajuan pembinaan jajaran LPPB di
negeri Selangor & Perak adalah seperti dalam
Rajah 1 berikut:-

The WCE highway was designed as a two-
lane, two-way highway, with 21 elevated
interchanges and 20 toll plazas. It was planned
and designed as such and connected with
existing highways, in order to maximise the
purpose of its construction and to provide
road users with more alternatives during their
journey.

The construction of the WCE highway
commenced on 25 August 2014 and was
completed in August 2019. However, due to
factors such as land acquisition matters and
other technical factors, the WCE highway
was given extension of time for completion
until June 2024. As at 31 December 2023, the
progress of construction work for the WCE
highway is at approximately 91%.

As is the case with the operations of most other
highways, the WCE highway was affected by
COVID-19, especially during the Movement
Control Orders (MCOs) which first started
on 18 March 2020. The MCOs significantly
affected the number of traffic at the highway
alignments that have been opened, due to
the road blocks held. Construction activities
were unable to be carried out at full scale,
and this also caused delays in construction.
Nevertheless, these issues were given the
appropriate considerations, and Extension
of Time (EOT) was granted to complete the
delayed works due to the MCOs.

The WCE highway also provides facilities and
services such as Rest Areas (R&R), lay-bys,
24-hour traffic control monitoring system, 24-
hour highway patrol services and emergency
telephones (provided at every 2km).

The progress status of the WCE highway
construction in Selangor and Perak is set out

The construction of the EKVE Highway began
on 10 September 2015 and is expected to
be completed and operating in stages. For
Section I, which runs from Sg. Long to Ampang,
the expected date of completion is October
2024, while Section 2, stretching from Ampang
to Ukay Perdana, is expected to complete in
December 2025.

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LEBUHRAYA PUTRAJAYA-KLIA (MEX I1)
PUTRAJAYA-KLIA HIGHWAY (MEX I1)

Sambungan Lebuhraya Maju atau MEX I
terdiri daripada lebuh raya sepanjang 16 km
dari Putrajaya ke Lebuhraya KLIA. Lebuhraya
MEX Il ini merupakan sebahagian daripada
Perjanjian Konsesi asal yang ditangguhkan
akibat krisis kewangan 1998. Lebuh raya ini
direka bentuk untuk menyediakan laluan
terpendek ke pusat bandar Kuala Lumpur
dan wilayah Putrajaya dengan sambungan
terus ke Lapangan Terbang Antarabangsa
Kuala Lumpur (KLIA) dan KLIA2. Lebuhraya
MEX Il bermula di Persimpangan Putrajaya
dan bersambung dengan FT26 (Lebuh Raya
KLIA sedia ada) di Sepang. Lebuhraya MEX I
direka bentuk dengan laluan utama, termasuk
persimpangan di Putrajaya, plaza tol dan
bangunan penyeliaan.

Pembinaan MEX Il bermula pada 5 Oktober 2016
dan berakhir pada Disember 2023, dengan
peratus kemajuan pembinaan MEX Il telah
mencapai 86.18%. Untuk tahun 2023, kerja-kerja
di tapak hanya terhad kepada kerja-kerja baik
pulih sementara menunggu dana tambahan.
Lebuhraya MEX Il dijangka dapat disiapkan
pada suku pertama 2027.

Pembukaan MEX Il bakal membuka lembaran
baharu dalam sejarah jaringan dan perjalanan
lebuh raya di Lembah Klang. Dijangkakan
setelah MEX Il dibuka kelak, perjalanan dari
Kuala Lumpur akan mengambil masa kurang
daripada 30 minit, atau separuh daripada
masa perjalanan sebelumnya.

The Maju Highway or MEX Il is a highway with a
distance of 16km from Putrajaya to Lebuhraya
KLIA. The MEX Il highway is part of the original
Concession Agreement which was put on
hold due to the financial crisis in 1998. It was
designed to provide the shortest route to the
Kuala Lumpur city centre and to Putrajayaq,
with a direct connection to Kuala Lumpur
International Airport (KLIA) and KLIA2. The MEX
Il Highway starts at Putrajaya Interchange and
connects with FT26 (existing KLIA) in Sepang.
Lebuh raya MEX Il is designed with a main
route, including an interchange in Putrajaya,
toll plazas and supervision building.

The construction of MEX Il began on 5 October
2016 and ends in December 2023, with the
percentage of progress of its construction
having reached 86.18%. In year 2023, the work
at site was limited only to repair works, while
awaiting additional funds. The MEX Il highway
is expected to be completed in the first quarter
of 2027.

The opening of the MEX Il highway is expected
to mark the start of a new page in the history
of highway network and journey in the Klang
Valley. It is expected that when MEX Il opens
later, the journey from Kuala Lumpur will take
less than 30 minutes, or half of its previous
journey time.

Construction of Additional Lanes for Lebuh Raya Utara Selatan (Plus) Project

Phase I: Senai (Utara) — Sedenak

Lebuhraya Utara Selatan telah siap
sepenuhnya pada tahun 1994. Kewujudan
lebuh raya ini telah banyak membantu dalam
perkembangan ekonomi negara. Hal ini dapat
dilihat berdasarkan kesan pembangunan yang
pesat berlaku di sepanjang lebuh raya. Koridor
Pembangunan Wilayah Ekonomi Selatan Johor
melalui Iskandar Malaysia turut menjadikan
Lebuhraya Utara Selatan sebagai salah satu
jaringan utama bagi rangkaian perhubungan
pengangkutan di barat Semenanjung Malaysia.
Lebuhraya Utara Selatan khususnya di jajaran
merentasi Negeri Johor, di antara Yong Peng
dan Senai telah dikenal pasti sebagai antara
seksyen laluan yang mempunyai jumlah trafik
yang tinggi pada setiap hari. Perkara ini telah
menyebabkan peningkatan pola pergerakan
pengguna yang berulang alik bagi urusan
seharian, di antara bandar yang berhampiran
seperti Kulai, Sedenak, Simpang Renggam dan
sebagainya.

The North-South Highway, fully completed
in year 1994, has greatly contributed to the
growth of the nation’s economy along the
highway. The South Johor Economic Region
Development Corridor, through Iskandar
Malaysia, has also utilised the North-South
Highway as among the key network for
transport connectivity in the west of Peninsular
Malaysia. The North South Highway, especially
at the alignments across the state of Johor,
between Yong Peng and Senai, was identified
as among the route sections with a high
number of traffic daily. This has resulted in an
increase in the movement pattern of users that
make return trips as part of their daily routine,
between nearby towns such as Kulai, Sedenak,
Simpang Renggam and others.
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Jajaran laluan lebuh raya ini juga dikenal
pasti sesak dengan komposisi pergerakan
kenderaan berat yang tinggi bagi keperluan
pengangkutan barangan menghubungkan
zon utama perdagangan serta lokasi hub
pengangkutan seperti pelabuhan serta
lapangan terbang. Setelah hampir 30 tahun
beroperasi dengan kapasiti dua lorong dua
hala, tahap perkhidmatan operasi di laluan
Lebuhraya Utara Selatan ini sering terjejas
kesan daripada pergerakan lalu lintas yang
terganggu, disebabkan fenomena kesesakan
serta insiden kemalangan yang berlaku
khususnya pada waktu puncak, cuti hujung
minggu serta musim cuti persekolahan dan
juga cuti perayaan. Justeru itu, penambahan
lorong adalah amat diperlukan bagi
menampung jumlah trafik yang saban
hari meningkat sebagai sokongan kepada
pembangunan ekonomi di koridor Selatan.

Bagi memastikan fungsi lebuh raya ini
dapat ditambah baik dalom menampung
peningkatan jumlah trafik serta pertumbuhan
pembangunan setempat, Kerajaan
Persekutuan melalui Rancangan Malaysia ke-
12 (RMK12) di bawah Rancangan Boleh Pinda
ke-3 (RP 3) telah bersetuju memperuntukkan
RM525 juta. Peruntukan ini bertujuan
melaksanakan inisiatif penambahan lorong,
dengan menyediakan kapasiti laluan
tambahan. Fasa 1 pelaksanaan cadangan
ini tertumpu kepada jajaran laluan antara
Persimpangan Senai (Utara) ke Persimpangan
Sedenak, iaitu sepanjang 21.8 km.

The alignment of highway routes has also
been identified as congested with the high
composition of movement of heavy vehicles
to fulfil the needs for transportation of goods,
connecting the main trade zones and location
of transportation hubs such as ports and
airports. After almost 30 years operating
with two-lane two-way capacity, the level of
operational services along the North-South
Highway is often affected due to disrupted
traffic movement, caused by congestion and
also accidents that occur especially during
peak times, weekends and school holidays,
as well as during festive holiday seasons.
Therefore, it is very important to increase the
number of lanes in order to accommodate the
number of traffic which is increasing daily, as
support towards the development of economy
in the Southern corridor.

To ensure that the functions of this highway
can be improved in accommodating the
increase in traffic and the growth of local
development, the Federal Government,
through the Twelfth Malaysia Plan (RMKI12)
under the Regulatory Period 3 (RP 3), has
agreed to allocate RM525 million. This
allocation is to implement the initiative of
adding lanes, by providing additional lane
capacity. Phase 1 of the implementation of
such initiative is focused on the alignment of
route between Senai (Northern) Interchange to
Sedenak Interchange, which covers a distance
of 21.8 km.

The proposal for the implementation of this
project was discussed among all relevant
agencies and stakeholders through a Value
Management Lab session, which was held to
obtain the best results in fulfilling the needs
and expectations of users. The construction
works for implementation of this project will be
for a duration of 36 months. This project was
scheduled to commence after the process of
preparing the design document together with
tenders and contractors appointment, are all
settled in June 2024.

As a continuation of the initiative to increase
the number of lanes in Phase 1, the government
has approved an allocation of RM931 million
through Regulatory Period 4 (RP 4) dan the
Twelfth Malaysia Plan (RMK 12), for the purpose
of construction of additional lanes in Phase 2.
This project starts from the Sedenak Elevated
Interchange up to the Simpang Renggam
Elevated Interchange. The scope of work and
estimated costs will be finalised in the Value
Management Lab which is expected to be
conducted in year 2024.

Projek Menaik Taraf Lebuhraya Senai Desaru (Sde) dari Jambatan Sungai Johor
(Km49.3) sehingga Sungai Semenchu (Km58.7)

(KM49.3) to Sungai Semenchu (KM58.7)

Lebuhraya Senai Desaru (SDE) bermula dari
Senai di Persimpangan Utama Senai (MSSC)
ke Desaru, iaitu di Persimpangan Penawar
sepanjang 77km. Projek ini beroperasi
secara berfasa sejak 2009 dan siap dibuka
sepenuhnya kepada trafik pada tahun 2011.
Laluan lebuh raya ini memberi kemudahan
kepada pengguna dengan menjadi laluan
alternatif yang lebih selesa, menghubungkan
kawasan pusat perniagaan utama di sekitar
Johor Bharu, dengan kawasan tumpuan lain,
seperti Pengerang dan Desaru.

Namun demikian, jajaran pakej tiga laluan
lebuh raya ini, iaitu antara Persimpangan
Cahaya Baru dengan Persimpangan Penawar
yang dibuka dengan konfigurasi laluan satu
lorong satu hala telah menimbulkan banyak
aduan/laporan berhubung isu keselesaan
dan keselamatan pengguna.

The Senai Desaru Expressway (SDE) starts from
Senai at the Senai Main Intersection (MSSC) to
Desaru, which is along Penawar Interchange
which runs for distance of 77km. This project
has been operating in phases since 2009 and
was completed and fully opened to traffic in
year 20I11. This highway route provides ease
to users by serving as a more comfortable
alternative route, connecting the main
commercial areas within Johor Bahru with
other focal point locations, such as Pengerang
and Desaru.

However, this alignment of three-lane highway
package, namely between Cahaya Baru
Interchange and Penawar Interchange which
is open with configuration of one-lane one-
way route, has given rise to many complaints/
reports regarding issues of comfort and safety
of users. It is essential to build overtaking
lanes in Package 3 in order to support the
development of Pengerang Integrated
Petroleum Complex (PIPC) in Pengerang, which
has been identified will result in increase of
heavy vehicle movement to fulfill the needs
of the petroleum industry sector, and others.

Melalui sesi Makmal Pengurusan Nilai
Peringkat Kajian Nilai (Penaksiran Nilai - VA)
yang diadakan pada 12 -15 Jun 2023 dan
Makmal Pengurusan Nilai Peringkat Kajian
Kejuruteraan Nilai (Kejuruteraan Nilai - VE)
yang dilaksanakan pada 20 — 23 November
2023, skop projek ini telah dimuktamadkan
dengan kerja-kerja menaik taraf Lebuhraya
SDE. Projek ini bermula dari Sungai Johor di KM
49.3 hingga ke Sungai Semenchu di KM 58.7,
iaitu sepanjang 9.3 km. Projek ini disasarkan
siap dalam tempoh 30 bulan, dan dijadualkan
bermula setelah proses penyediaan dokumen
reka bentuk serta tender dan lantikan
kontraktor selesai pada April 2024.

Desaru Highway. Through sessions of the Value
Assessment (Value Assessment- VA) level at
the Value Management Laboratory held on
12 -15 June 2023 and the Value Engineering
Assessment level (Value Engineering - VE) at
the Value Management Laboratory held on 20
— 23 November 2023, the scope of this project
was finalised withupgrading works for SDE
Highway. This project starts from Johor River
at KM 49.3 and ends at Semenchu River di KM
58.7, covering a distance of 9.3 km. This project
is targeted to be completed within a period of
30 months, and scheduled to start after the
process of preparation of design document
and tender and appointment of contractor is
completed in April 2024. The construction work
for this project is expected to commence in
June 2024, with the hopes that it will bring a
positive impact in order to increase the level
of safety, particularly to reduce the risk of
accidents, apart from providing comfort to the
SDE Highway users.

3.1.2. Financial liabilities
(a) Initial recognition and
measurement

Financial liabilities are initially measured,
either at fair value if the relevant financial
liability is not initially recognised, or at fair
value through surplus or deficit, including
direct attributable transaction costs to
publish the financial liabilities.

(b) Subsequent measurement

After the initial measurement, all financial
liabilities are measured on amortised
costs.

(c) Derecognition

Financial liabilities are derecognised
when an obligation has been discharged,
cancelled, or expired.

When existing financial liabilities are
replaced by others by the same creditoron
substantially different terms, or the terms
of the existing liabilities are substantially
modified, the replacement or modification
is treated as the derecognition of the
original liability and the recognition of a
new liability, and the difference between
carrying values is recognised in surplus or
deficit.

1.3. Property, plant, and equipment
(a) Recognition and measurement
Property, plant, and equipment are stated
as costs after less accumulated value
depreciation and impairment.

Cost may include expenditures that
are directly related to the acquisition of
the asset. When a significant part of a
property, plant, and equipment has a
different estimated useful life, the relevant
parts are accounted as separate assets.

The capitalisation threshold for property,
plant, and equipment is at the cost of
RM2,000 per unit. If the asset is acquired
through  non-exchange  transaction,
without any cost or nominal consideration,
the asset is recognised at its fair value.

The subsequent costs are included in
the asset’s carrying amount or taken
into account as a separate asset, if
appropriate, only when it is probable that
the future economic benefits related to
the asset can be acquired and the costs
can be reasonably evaluated.

When a property, plant, and equipment
is sold, the profit or loss arising from the
sale is determined by comparing the
selling price with the carrying value of
the relevant asset, and will be credited or
debited, respectively, in surplus or deficit.

The component replacement cost of an
asset is recognised in the carrying value
of the asset, if there is an economic
benefit embodied in the asset that can

For the purpose of reviewing impairments,
non-financial assets are grouped together
into the cash generating unit (UPT), which
is the lowest level where cash flows

can be identified separately.

The recoverable amount of an asset is
the higher value of its fair value less the
costs to sell and its value in use. To assess
value in use, the estimated cash flow is
discounted at a pretax discount rate
based on the current market assessments
of the asset or its related UPT.

An impairment loss will be recognised
if the carrying amount of an asset or
its related UPT exceeds its recoverable
amount.

The Procedure for Opening Highways to
Users has been prepared as a systematic
and comprehensive work guide before the
Certificate of Highway Perfection (SKPL) can
be issued to concessionaires, in accordance
with the issuance clause of the Certificate
of Highway Perfection in the concession
agreement of each highway.

This procedure was developed by establishing
and describing the workflow that needs to be
implemented by the HAM and the actions
that need to be taken by the concessionaires
before SKPL is issued. The SKPL involves
highways that will be completely constructed
for the entire alignment and the Certificate
of Opening Perfection (SKP) for highways
that will be completely constructed in stages
according to the determined sections/
packages. This procedure also contains
explanations  regarding all documents
that must be prepared to ensure a smooth
implementation of the highway opening
process.

To keep abreast with the passage of time,
existing procedures have been amended to
improve the quality of services offered by the
HAM and concessionaires to ensure that any
contingency is managed efficiently through
the uniformity of actionable procedures in
the field, as well as the dissemination of
information to highway users. This guideline is
practiced at various levels, either at the HAM
or by the concessionaires, and has become
a document in ensuring management
efficiency during the actual occurrence of
unforeseen circumstances.

The roles and responsibilities of each
level have been detailed and thus, the
dissemination of information to users can be
channelled quickly, accurately, and efficiently.
With this procedure in place, any contingency
that occurs on the highway can be managed
more efficiently and smoothly, as well as
can minimise disruption to highway users.
This procedure can indirectly contribute to
efforts towards keeping highways safe and
comfortable for users.

Incidents, such as accidents, flood, water
source pollution, landslides, and others are
among the unforeseen events that could
occur at construction sites. Following high-
risk construction activities, the probability of
something undesirable happening is high,
and effective communication is essential to
ensure that information is communicated
and managed well.

With the publication of this procedure,
it is hoped that the process of reporting
contingencies in highway projects under
construction can be prepared according
to the specified time to make it easier for
all parties to prepare reports according to
relevant cases.
